SITUATION ANALISYS

This research is dedicated to youth activism in public life and their attitudes and opinions toward actual political issues, as well as their willingnes to participate in decision making processes.

This problem was arranged through several goals and tasks:

a) youth expectations related to social changes

b) youth membership in political parties, NGO's...

c) confidence in political parties' leaders

d) youth attitudes toward International Community influence in BiH

e) influence of neighbour countries upon BiH politics 

f) education in BiH 

Assesment and research was conducted through questionnaire method with "open" and "unopen" questions. 1500 youth were polled in entire BiH. This research was conducted through several mailing lists,  as well, which show us that youth use internet more often and that they use their free time to express their opinion about youth issues in BiH.

50% youth think that changes are necessity and they can contribute to it. 
But the other half of them think their role is neglected in the processes of changes in our society and they do not find anything that motivate them to participate in election.

What would motivate you to vote?
Civil conscience will motivate many youth on voting, together with many other motivations, but many youth still do not know who to vote for and believe that their vote will not change anything. 
Do you know what is youth policy? Define it.

There were nt unique definition of youth policy. The most polled think that that is related to youth involvement in creation of their life and future. Many of them think that «something like that» does not exist in BiH. 
Which are the most important issues youth should participate in in BiH?
The most illustrative answer gave us a young boy from Mostar who said that «life» itself is the most important thing now in BiH. Everything what makes life complete: education, culture, employement, envoroment protection are issues youth would like and insist to participate in.  
Did you take part in any kind of actions in your local community?
The most youth took participation in humanitarian and ecological actions, and political parties' members were actively involved in pre-election campaigns.

But, 76% youth did not participate in any action in local community.

What would you do if you were in position to make youth life better?
Unemployement is the biggest problem in BiH in accordance to youth in BiH. The most of them specified that solution of that problem would lead to solution of many others. If they were in position to make youth life better, youth would solve the problem of unempoyement first.
