Beginning of new semester 
After a break in January, we have started with new semester. Children and young have continued with creative expressions: dace, act, and painting, making jewelry, playing and studying French, English, Italian, Spanish, and computers. Youth center also has Latino dances and ethno music. 

"Zdravo da ste" center from its beginning in 1996 has been working on mobility of young people and international cooperation. From year to year, this type of work has been evolving. As part of program "Youth in Action" of European commission youth center is conducting international voluunt4eers exchange programs. 

This year started very active, our volunteers have visited Italy, Macedonia and Albania. In Italy, our volunteers participated on course of solving conflicts in multicultural environments. On this course also participated young people from Serbia, Macedonia, Spain, Poland, Lebanon, Palestine, Syria, Romania and Italy. At the beginning of February, our members participated on training course from conscience development. Beside representatives of Banja Luka, there were also young people from Portugal, Belgium, Romania, Albania and Serbia. At this moment, our members are on youth exchange in Macedonia.  This youth exchange is dealing with feeling of EU citizenship and unity of Europe. At the end of February, our members will participate on training course from youth activism in Albania. Also in March and April, we have some youth exchange as well. 
From March 12th until 22nd 2009, we will organize youth exchange on subject music and European citizenship. Young people from Portugal, Italy, Serbia, Macedonia and Romania, and young people from Banja Luka will create sounds of European Citizenship. In period from 13th until 15th February, we will organize a planning meeting in Banja Luka with representatives of countries participants to work out details of exchange. 
Continuation of project "Improvement of sexual and reproductive health of young people in B&H". This year peer educators will share their knowledge about sexual and reproductive health with persons of same age from elementary and high schools. On February municipality council session of Ilidza municipality SPAJLICA received golden medallion for contribution to development of community. 
Activities in February
KULT started from beginning of the year with fast rhythm. Some of our activities in February were:
From 30th of January till 1st of February we organized follow up workshop In SPAJALICA as part of project "Get to know your rights and women history", strengthening your self and activating your self". Topics were violence, leadership and action plan. This workshop was conducted in cooperation with foundation CURE. All participants received certificate.

As part of project MASLACAK – say YES to healthy way of life on 21st and 22nd of February we organized workshop on topic violence among children, and on 15th February we organized counseling.
Organization KULT has become proud member of UNION Buy and use domestic products, based on volunteer journal, which was established by KULT. KULT is from now on using logo for quality products. 
Member of KULT was on round table on topic "Ilidza in books and poems" in bibliotheca of fourth gymnasium Ilidza, in cooperation with office for public health of canton Sarajevo. Round table was about drug alcohol abuse prevention.  
In SPAJALICA on 4th February we had and exam from English language in order to evaluate participants knowledge. After testing most of participants passed the exam and English course started on 16th of February. Also, beginner course started on same day, both courses will last for two months.
Sewing course, which lasted for two months finished on 21st February, 7 participants will receive certificate. On this course, all participants learned how to use sewing machine and how to cut their clothes. 
Project "School of friendship" is starting, this project will help pupils in their homework, and also there will be workshops for pupils of third and fourth grade of elementary schools from Ilidza. We will contact elementary schools. And we will attend to all parents meeting which will take place in next period. 
KULT is continuing with project "Puna usta mladih". On 4th of February 2009, we had first meeting on which we have formed work group for checking law draft about young people. We are currently making flayers. Seven Organizations have signed memo about cooperation with KULT on this project, 16 organizations have signed letter of support. On the meeting of B&H NGO on February 24th 2009, we have presented our project and received support of all participants.

We have made radio jingle which we have forwarded to all radio stations in B&H. More then 10 radio stations started with broadcasting of this jingle. 13 web portals have notified about beginning of project and first work meeting, we had two media appearances.    
Parliament commission for young people in FB&H as part of this project has reached on February 23rd 2009 conclusion to suggest to Federal Parliament to accept draft law on young people and to further discus this law in parliament.  

In fourth gymnasium Ilidza, we had a parent meeting for all parents of first graders. We have presented work of our organization for municipality Ilidza. We had an interesting presentation and distributed some interesting materials.
Over 100 young people from Ilidza and East Sarajevo have enlisted for our training "Learn, think, act" in our Educational recreational center for youth SPAJALICA, as part of project of youth education, financed by EU, GTZ and municipality Ilidza.
21st and 22nd February we had workshops on which we have selected 35 candidates, which will go through one-year program for youth leaders.
All participants are responsible to justify in following 18 months trust, since they have gain opportunity to learn everything there is about youth work, and they are obligated to dedicate them self to work in their organizations. 

Young people will go through 14 different areas: volunteerism, civil society, teamwork, public advocacy, project management, etc. Beside these workshops young people are socializing, erasing prejudices and conduct mutual projects. After completion of this training certificates will be given to participants who deserve it. 
Announcement for March
At the beginning of March, we will award certificates for participants of sewing course.

Starting with course of German language for beginners. Group has 16 participants. Course will held twice a week and will last for three months.

Computer course –MS office is still on and will finish on 17th of March, we will conduct final testing at that time also. Those who usefully pass the exam will receive certificate. 
We are planning to organize last workshop MASLACAK Say YES to healthy way of life, topic will be Painful growing up and emotional youth development.
As part of project "Puna usta mladih" we will have meeting with representatives of five municipalities from RS in order to reach conclusions which part of law for young people is not conducted on local level. On this meeting will be present persons responsible for young people from municipalities.
