ACTIVITIES IN APRIL 2009
As part of project for demilitarization in partnership with NGO "Peace action" from Prilep, Macedonia, we organized two activities: 

On Wednesday April 1st 2009 from 12.00 – 14.00 hours we organized petition signing on Tuzla "korzo". We collected 763 signatures in two hours. In addition, we had good media coverage: TVT, BH Radio, Radio Free Europe, Daily Newspaper Mostar, Radio Soli, radio Tuzla, RTV TK and BM Radio Zenica. During the petition DJ "Krige" was playing music. 
On Wednesday April 14th 2004 in Peace flame House Tuzla from 13.00 – 15.00 hours we organized public debate "Regional demilitarization of conscience – advantages and possibilities". Lecturers were Miralem Tursinovic (hCa/ORC Tuzla) and Vehid Sehic (Forum of Tuzla Citizens). On this debate were representatives from: Ministry of internal affairs of Tuzla canton, Educational – pedagogy department, representatives of high schools from Tuzla, youth and other NGO, political parties, representatives of Tuzla faculties and student unions, citizens of Tuzla and representatives of media.  

Debate was on juvenile delinquency in Tuzla, increased number of criminal acts with use of firearms, corruption on Tuzla University, passivity of Tuzla citizens and passivity of youth organizations.   

Participants on the debate agreed on conclusion that this debate is one of many things that need to be done in order to solve this problem, which is very complex. And that we all bear some level of responsibility for the current situation in our town.

April 21st 2009 we had a visit from our colleagues from organization IKV Pax Christi from Holland, Eveline Houg and Jasmina Tepic. Aim of this visit was identifying role of young people in various social area in post conflict situation in the last 14 years. During meeting Miralem Tursinovic and Emir Sejranic presented experiences of our organization regarding work with young people.    

During April we have completed revision of member address book of Youth Network in B&H. Within the Network there is certain number of organization and individuals that are in our address book but they don't exist anymore, have changed their management structure and don't know about their membership in network, or changed data about their organization (telephone, fax, e-mail, address, name of contact person). We contacted members – organization through telephone, fax and e-mail. Based on answerers we arranged member list. You can find it and download it on http://omladina-bih.net/clanice.htm. If you can not find your organization on the list or some data are incorrect please contact us.
During month „Anna Lindh Euro-Mediterranean Foundation for the Dialogue between Cultures” contacted us. ALF conducted research of networks in B&H and they found that Youth network in B&H lead by hCa/ORC has continues activities. They have sent us an invitation to join ALF. Although deadline for sending application was April 30th 2009 we have managed to send it. Joining to this network will contribute to development of youth activism and NGO sector in B&H, and will contribute to B&H process to EU integration. This membership will help development and survival of Youth organizations in B&H and will provide opportunity to young people to continue to develop their ideas, projects and networking with other organizations from region.
In cooperation with partnership organization from Georgia and Netherlands (PMMG an Justitia et Pax) we finished and applied to Ministry of Foreign affairs of Netherlands small Matra project. Considering our previous experiences in Matra program in Georgia, we hope for positive answer. 
PLANED ACTIVITIES FOR MAY 2009
Continuation of work of hCa/ORC Tuzla on regular distribution of information to youth organizations in Bosnia and Herzegovina, and work on arrange and distribution of monthly bulletin of Bosnia and Herzegovina youth network.

As part of project "From participation of public to sustainable development", implemented by Center for ecology  and energy Tuzla and in cooperation with EKO Leonardo Priboj and municipality Lopare till year 2010, Eco coalition of 39 NGO from region Northeast B&H, Federation B&H, RS and Brcko District was formed. Members of ECO Coalition meet at first workshop in Tuzla, were they presented planed project activities and ways of realization. 

Coordinator of project Avdija Djonlic stated that uncontrolled pollution of water, air, soil and general neglecting of life environment, insufficient communication between NGO and others are just some of reasons for starting this project. 

Failing to implement existing laws considering environment, poor engagement of governments in solving environmental ecological problems, misuse of natural resources for short-term profits, uninformed citizens about alternative energy sources, and lack of database about ECO NGO, solving all these issues are main goals of our project. 

First of sixteen workshops was organized, these workshops will help strengthening members ECO coalition and their capacities in order to realize our five campaigns. One of most important tasks of ECO coalition is involvement of public in policy decision making. As part of this project, PhD Najil Kurtic prepared study about B&H experiences on citizen’s involvement in creation of public policies. As PhD Najil Kurtic stated departments for planning are obligated to involve citizens in all stages of development. Projects for development and infrastructure, which have included citizens from very beginning, have succeeded and didn't have any loses. Conclusion is that citizens need to take active part in creation and decision making process, which are important for their own life environment.

"Young people from B&H in process of EU integrations: Policy for youth employment"

On April 22nd 2009 PRONI has organized in Brcko Debate "Young people from B&H in process of EU integrations: Policy for youth employment" with sponsorship of special representative of EU (EUSR in B&H) and Czech presidency of EU in cooperation with office for EU integration.

Participants at the Debate were from different sectors: representatives of governmental, nongovernmental and business sector, which work at the youth employment policy. At the debate participated also ambassador of France in B&H Maryse Berniau, mayor of Brcko District Dragan Pajic and deputy mayor Anto Domic.  Their presence underlined the importance of the topic of youth employment in B&H, and their integration at the EU proccesses.
Ambassador of France in B&H Maryse Berniau in her introduction underlined that aim of this debate is to clarify policies of youth employment in context of EU integration and ways of adjustment of school system for the market of labor. She also mentioned good experiences from France and other countries of Western Europe. In addition, she said that for every country and especially for B&H it is of great importance to make youth employment policies, which is one of many tasks that we need to do before entering EU.  
Dzenana Ibisevic member of youth commission B&H said that 58% of young people are unemployed in B&H, and considering world crisis that number is higher. Nedeljko Maslesa deputy director of office fro EU integration B&H underlined importance of reform high school system.
During debate opinions were positive considering importance of life time studying in order to prevent unemployment.
Debate was covered with following media: FTV, BHT 1, RTRS, RTV BN, Dnevni Avaz, "Nezavisne" newspaper, RTV HIT, Radio Brcko, "Dnevni" newspaper, web portals ctrlx.info and infobrcko.

              
Final conclusion at debate were: It is necessary to work on reform of high school system which need to be adjusted according to the labour market needs; Secondary education have to direct pupils toward to selection of the proffesion, and one way to fulfill it is to make a low of the obligate secondary education. 


PRONI celebrate World ROMA day
With cooperation of the Roma organization "OTAHARIN" Bijeljina, PRONI celebrated Roma day on April 8th 2009 in Bijeljina.
Celebration started at 15.00 on pedestrian zone in Bijeljina near the library "Filip Visnjic" with following activities: 
Young Roma distributed around 200 leaflets with information about World day of Roma

85 questionnaires were filled considering position of Roma people in Bijeljina, their education and employment.

Volunteers of PRONI center with their creative role-playing performance atracted large number of Bijeljina media and citizens, with the message that all of us have a same rights.

The pool, based at 85 questionnaiers filled by person age 17 to 76 years, showed up following facts:

52 persons, or 61,2% think that Roma people are endangered minority in Bijeljina

33 persons, or 38,8% think that Roma people are not endangered minority in Bijeljina

19 persons, or 22,4% know what is Roma decade 

66 persons, or 77,6% don't know what is Roma decade

From 19 persons, or 22,4%, which were informed about Roma decade, only 11 of them answered following question:

What areas are under Roma decade?

Education – 8 persons, or 38,1%

Employment – 2 persons, or 9,5%

Health 5 persons, or 23,8%

Housing – 6 persons, or 28,6%

83 persons, or 97,6 consider that Roma should get education and employment

2 persons, or 2,4% consider that Roma shouldn't get education and employment

The complete action had coverage by following local and regional media: RTRS radio and television, TV BN, TV Arena, TV Slobomir, PAN radio, Radio Bobar, Radio Das, "Blic" newspaper and "Semberske newspaper.

To gather group of young people those with same ideas is not that difficult. We are ready on everything. Full enthusiasm and energy, ready to go through the wall without thinking on consciences 

Ai am trying to tell a story about youth organization Monnet, Bosanski Petrovac, how it came to its end and then was reborn again.

Long time age gathered around mutual idea to provide to children of Bosanski Petrovac something more than just a street, we were trying to build the world as we thought it should be. We tried to provide for children spaces for fun and education, creativity and friendship. We believed that we can to it ourselves. We did not need help of local authorities no from other NGO. Soon we encountered problems with our financing; we started process of legal registration of our organization.

Turning point was closing down of Culture House. We tried to ask help from our authorities, citizens of Bosanski Petrovac at the end the last light of some culture was dead in our town. With Culture house gone so was our center 
Five years after 2008-2009, the climate is changing in our city. Now in our local government we have people who understand importance of NGO. There is a need to coordinate relations between citizens, NGO and local authorities. We need to build trust between all of us in order to prosper.
We have started good, we gather a crew. We aren't young anymore, but we have more experience now and same will to do something good for our city. We have completed registration process and we started with our first project.
In March 2009 Monnet gained full membership in "network building community" with 9 municipalitys from B&H (Prijedor, Kljuc, Bos. Krupa, Zivinice, Mostar, Trebinje, Foca, Bratunac and Novi Grad). Project is implemented in two local communities in our municipality, aim of project is raising awareness about taking part in decision making. Making LAP for period 1-3 years and incorporate it in municipality strategy of development. Citizens will decide which problem will they solve in their communities along with "DON" from Prijedor, and Monnet center and municipality will try to solve it.

April 30th 2009 we had an presentation in cooperation with Kosmos from Kljuc of project "Youth in action" in high school and youth center Bravarsko.
For May, we are planning to continue our activities in local communities. Citizens gatherings, questionnaires about project, selecting priorities problems, workshops for making LAP for local communities.

We are still operating from today till tomorrow. We want to be the ones who will raise awareness in our citizens, that they carriers of changes in our city.

We want to thank hCa/ORC Tuzla, DON from Prijedor and Kosmos from Kljuc that provided us with opportunities to be their partners and learn from them.

In Konjic activities are starting on gathering signatures of citizens from streets Luka and Civilnih zrtava of community Tresanica, for putting horizontal obstacles in these streets, which are critical when it comes to traffic, since children play grounds are near so are the city parks were a lot of people gather.

Some citizens were stopping those cars and drivers by pure psychical force. So far, no child was injured. There were some minor injuries like arm fractions. While police is on the field they are driving normally as soon as they get out they continue with their savage driving.

Our municipality council discussed this issue but without concrete solutions. Police constantly is warning about this problem but local authorities are those who need to do something. So far we didn’t do anything concrete.
Now people from those streets are gathered as non-formal group. I am leading these people, in order to solve that problem we are forming initiative board of 10 people and we are inviting all people from Konjic to be part of a team that will make Konjic safer. It is going to be late when some child looses god forbid its life.
We already have support from police, we will gather some concrete data about number of car accident in those streets, and we are going to make analysis, photo inspection, hire some volunteers, and gather 300-400 signatures from people who are living in those streets
After we are going to make some pressure to our local authorities to consider our petitions and solve this problem.

Last incident was when one of these unscrupulous drivers rammed his car in to a parked car, which belongs to a police officer living in street Luka

Ochberg Fellowship Guidelines

Reporting responsibly and credibly on violence and traumatic events—on crime, family violence, natural disasters and accidents, war and genocide—are among the greatest challenges facing contemporary journalism. The Dart Center Ochberg Fellowships were established by the International Society for Traumatic Stress Studies and the Dart Center to build a cohort of journalists better prepared for this challenge.

The Dart Center provides six or more expense-paid fellowships to mid-career journalists who want to apply knowledge of emotional trauma to improving coverage of violent events.

Fellowships are open to print and broadcast reporters, photographers, editors and producers with at least five years of journalism experience. For funding reasons, the Ochberg Fellowships are currently limited to applicants from the areas of major Dart Center activity: the Americas, Europe, Australia and New Zealand.

Fellows will attend a two-day seminar, November 3 and 4, 2009 in Atlanta, GA on the role emotional trauma plays in coverage of violent events, and will have access to all events and speakers in the annual conference of the International Society for Traumatic Stress Studies November 5-7, 2009
