ACTIVITIES IN JULY 2009
During this month our project " You(th) are hope for B&H" which is part of small MATRA program  was officially approved by Netherlands Ministry of Foreign Affairs. We have signed contract on July 7th 2009, project will last for four months. You will be informed about all information regarding implementation of project activities through our web site www.omladina-bih.net, monthly bulletin of Youth network B&H and mailing list of Youth network B&H.

Friendship school

On our workshops, we are still socializing and studying. We have processed different topics.

Our ozone is getting thinner, factories are polluting our water, and our oxygen supplies are running out, all these facts preoccupied us.
We promised to take care of our environment, at least the nearest one, and that we are soon going to have one small cleaning action around SPAJALICA. We discussed about seawater too, and about our beautiful Adriatic sea, B&H has access to Adriatic see. Some pupils remembered their holidays with their parents, and they announced some. In addition, one topic of our workshop was a story of A.S.Puskin “Fairytale about fisherman and the fish”. We have analyzed this story since it is very educative, and we wanted to hear opinions from our youngest ones, which were very interesting.  

Some of their responses were "Being rich shouldn't change a man", said Alma; "In life what you have is enough", said Lamija. One of the very interesting response was "lesson does not change a man", said Eniz, so we asked ourselves is this really so? With the performing an interesting performance aimed to the children "Storks don't bring children", our pupils were enthusiastic to take the roles of girl Marina, boy Alan, sales man, cabbage, etc.  

Afterwards we discussed about the roles, and in addition about how babies are born to this world. It is important to mention that smiley faces of kids are constantly changing in our friendship school. 
Education of young people involved in social process
“Teamwork and leadership” is the name of fifth workshop of youth leaders. This workshop was organized on July 1st and 2nd 2009,and the  trainers were Danijela Dugundzic-Zivanovic and Jasmin Besic. Young people had a chance to inform themselves about work distribution and phases of teamwork and leadership. Leaders completed “Belbin’s test”, where they could recognize their role in team. At the teamwork we are discovering our potentials, using talents of our team, work approach and new business and project capabilities and developing our abilities.

Youth day at the municipality East new Sarajevo

Manifestation "Youth day of municipality East new Sarajevo" was organized on July 18th  2009. Manifestation took place in municipality East new Sarajevo, with support of organization KULT. First part of program was aimed for preeschool and school children and children with special needs. After this program cultural association from East new Sarajevo performed a cultural – artistic program. At the evening program young music groups and bands from east Sarajevo took place.
Workshop “Establishing volunteer journal network”
Workshop was organized on July 14th 2009 in SPAJALICA. Topic of workshop was establishing volunteers journal network, with representatives of 15 organizations: Eco organization “Jezero” Zivinice, Humanitarian organization "Altruist" Mostar, SOS Kinderdorf International Sarajevo, Center for exploring and documentation Sarajevo, Student union with special needs and volunteers Tuzla, Organization “SARA-SREBRENICA", "PRONI" Brcko, "KULT" Gradacac, organization for the Prevention of Addiction "NARKO -NE" Sarajevo, organization "DON" Prijedor, organization "ToPeer" Doboj, organization "Friends of Srebrenica", "IPAK- youth build the future" Tuzla, Center for youth work and informal education "CORNO" Sarajevo.
On this workshop there was a presentation of volunteer journal, and the method of developing a network that will be made after selection of  associations from five regions. 
Small school of journalism
With the fifth workshop which was before the end of the sixth month, we completed the theoretical part of training of small schools of journalism. At the beginning of the seventh month started the second practical part of this training. The sixth workshop was held in the premises of ASK Radio. For this workshop participants of training had the opportunity to prepare and implement a radio show. The show was dedicated to the character and work of Michael Jackson. All participants had the opportunity to present live in program part of the text they have prepared with the help of trainers and editors of ASK Radio. On that occasion they had an opportunity to learn more about the work of a radio station. In addition they had the opportunity to talk and ask questions to editor who has previously held a short lecture on the radio as one of the media. The theme of the seventh workshop was the print media. On that occasion we visited the editorial offices of Dnevni Avaz in the new tower Avaz Twist Tower. Students had the opportunity to acquaint themselves with the work of print media, and practically "experience the newsroom". In addition they informed them selves about the employees who were present and ask them questions about journalism and their work which they carry out, see how to prepare and process information, as "emerging" newspaper, etc.
Eighth penultimate workshop small school of journalism we are planning to visit the TV station. We are going to visit FTV. After a visit to TV station, we are planning workshop for writing already agreed newspaper articles for the bulletin of municipality assembly Ilidza, website of organization KULT, web site "Friends of Srebrenica" and the youth magazine "Karike – ONA in B&H". Upon the completion of all activities, all students will receive certificates of completed training.
Project “Puna usta mladih” and public debates on the draft Law of Youth in FB&H
Long work and commitment of the Association KULT have produced results. Draft Law on Youth in FB&H was adopted at the 23rd  session House of Representatives of Federation B&H held on June 30th and July 1st this year. Appreciation of this law supported the Premier of Federation B&H. Organization KULT in cooperation commission for youth within House of Representatives, and with the support of Center for Civil Initiatives (CCI), for half year now is working on lobbying and promotion of this draft law about young people in Federation B&H.       
In July, we organized several public debates. After the law passed in parliament, organization KULT in cooperation with youth commission organized public debates in all larger cities in Federation.
First public debate was in Zenica on July 10th at 12.00 clock. Before the debate we were guests of premier of Zenica –Doboj canton Mr. Miralem Galijasevic. At this meeting were also present canton minister for education, science, culture and sport Mrs. Zdenka Merdzan. Premier and minister supported this law. Then we had debates in Tuzla, Orasje and Livno on July 15th, on July 17th in Mostar and Siroki Brijeg, on July 22nd in Bihac and Gorazde, on July 23rd in Travnik. There will be one more debate in Sarajevo. Many participants and many suggestions are proof that these debates were successful. All suggestions for changing and annexes are in the report that is going to be reviewed during making suggestion of the law, final version of lawful solution for young people in FB&H.
Draft law of youth in Brcko District is entering parliamentary procedure for adoption. There is going to be one final meeting of KULT and working group of Brcko District government. On this meeting we will give final shape of the draft which will go before the Assembly of Brcko District.

This year's manifestation Youth Day of municipality Gradacac 2009 began with a children's  workshop / playroom in the hall of Gradacac movie theatre cinema at 10.00 am. At this workshop participants were students from elementary schools from municipality of Gradacac, where about 200 of them in front of and inside the rooms, together with volunteers KULT Gradacac held a workshop / playroom. On this workshop, pupils had a chance to prove their creativity by drawing on hammer papers. These works were later exhibited in the hall during a cultural entertainment event. Also young people could enjoyed one new thing and that was painting their faces. 
Cultural and entertainment manifestation, as the central event on Youth municipality Gradacac 2009. was held in the hall of Gradacac movie theatre on Friday July 12th  2009 starting at 19.00 hours. Before the start of the cultural entertainment program, delegation of young people led by organization KULT Gradacac, lay down flowers to Central memory feature and then went and laid white roses at the memorial plate of students killed in front of primary school Ivan Goran Kovacic.
Youth night started with dance group from elementary school "Safvet-beg Basagic”, they were performing their well known dance act and Hindu music. Members of music group “Veliki odmor” pupils from Gradacac gymnasium presented them for the first time. After them performed women dance group from Trevac as well as our guests from Zivinice rap group "ZPS". This rap group is famous by their song about football club Zvijezda from Gradacac. You can hear this song on Gradacac football stadium before the start of every football match.
Last one were members of Gradacac rap group “035”, they played several songs and showed that there is life in this town for young people, if you know were to look for it.
We can say that this manifestation went well, and we can expect greater attention of young people from Gradacac and other citizens of municipality Gradacac. Over 150 participants and around 250 visitors participated on this manifestation.

Volleyball tournament on sand was on Sunday July 21st 2009 on Lake Hazna with six teams in total 30 participants and 200 visitors. Beside Gradacac team, there were also teams from Srebrenik and Modrica. First place won team “ULJARI” from Modrica, second was “NISTA ISPOD 100” Gradacac and third place won “OUTSIDER” from Srebrenik.


Football tournament was on Sunday July 28th 2009 on Lake Hazna, with 11 teams in total 60 participants and 500 visitors. From 11 teams from Gradacac, team "U" defeated team "Bekije" and won the tournament. Third place went to team "Mahmuti". Best player of tournament for 2009 is Lipovac Esmir. Victory teams received rewards 100, 75, 50 KM as well as certificates and trophies. 
Organization KULT Gradacac along with youth organization "FILIA" Gradacac started initiative to initiate signing of partnership memorandum between municipality Gradacac and youth organizations from Gradacac.
Youth organizations from municipality Gradacac want to propose and initiate the signing of the partnership memorandum with the municipality Gradacac authorities. With the aim of increasing the level of youth participation in decision-making and implementation, and in order to ensure that the way young people are recognized as creators of our future society.

Representatives of KULT Gradacac had a meeting with representatives of municipality Gradacac in order to continue realizations of projects according to Youth strategy of municipality Gradacac.

Organization KULT Gradacac, Municipality Gradacac and Health institution from Gradacac together applied for project "Raising awareness about different life styles and preventing deviant behavior”. This project is been realized by German society for technical cooperation (GTZ), ministry of health and social protection, Ministry of health and social protection in RS, and Federal Ministry of health in period 2009-2011.

Summer educative-fun and school “OSMIJEH” 2009

Organization KULT Gradacac inspired by success of previous fun schools organized again this year summer educative-fun school “OSMIJEH” 2009. On the summer school participants had opportunity to participate in all workshops, they were not limited to one workshop.
Starting with the fact that children from rural areas do not have possibilities to come to city schools we decided to organize summer school in rural areas. Our goal was to organize free time of participants through relaxed atmosphere and spontaneous learning.

Ninth and tenth of July IOC IPAK-SHL hosted the members of the Regional Youth Network for Local Development (ROM LR), and organized training on the topic of "Public Relations".
Training was attended by representatives of the Regional Network for Local Development - ROM LR, from 7 organizations from Bratunac, Bijeljina, Sapna, Kalesija, Vlasenica and Tuzla. 
Representatives during the two days of training had an opportunity to discuss various aspects of relations with the public and their essence in working with young people in the community. The fact that participants were from different cities gave this training special contribution, network members had the possibility to learn specific differences and similarities of working with young people in these municipalities. Trainers believe that the goal of training was achieved because the participants developed a specific slogan, the look of larch, web site, plan and program for the street action in the four cities from which members of ROM for LR are coming from.
During the training, the participants had the opportunity through interactive work to exchange and discuss their previous experiences and methods that their organizations are  using when dealing with the public.
Participants feel that training met their expectations, and that the training successfully responded  to the current needs of the network. Training also provided to participants possibility for a larger and better mutual interaction, which was a great contribution to the development of slogans and other concrete results that the participants developed during training. During the work on the PR material participants also developed the vision of the network.

Average grade of training according to the evaluation of participants was 4.62 and the highest grade received work space, food, the trainers as well as applicability of the methods presented in the PR training. The lowest grade, with a 3.83 average, participants gave to their personal participation.

Trainers believe that the group worked very well, and that each member gave a great contribution during the work.  Big shortage in the work during the second day was the fact that there was only half number of people present. Some of participants needed to leave training because of personal obligations, which is why trainers and groups were more flexible, which resulted in earlier completion of training.

In addition, the trainers believe that training in addition to the development of specific PR materials, gave a great contribution to mutual acquaintance of network members, their representatives and the possibilities of cooperation.

Consequently in a special way training is, in addition to organized meetings, the beginning of cooperation between member organizations of the network which have during the training showed a very similar vision when working with young people, and a similar understanding of networks and networking.

Gathering of young people in Krizevici

At the end of July IOC IPAK-SHL, Krizevici visited a group of 23 young people, age 14-18 years old from Germany (Dresden). This visit was organized in order for young people from Germany meet with the young people from Bosnia and Herzegovina, to exchange experiences (how is young man living in Germany and how in Bosnia-Herzegovina). The theme of the workshop was "What is the future for the young people?".

Participants had one field game, which was designed by IPAK team, where young people from Germany have had the opportunity to see one traditional Bosnian village. Participants were very enthusiastic about the game and at the end of socializing young people from Bosnia, about 30 of them, and young people from Germany enjoyed in the barbecue.

Youth Center Bijeljina was co-organizer of VIII International Youth peacekeeping-educational camp on Bjelasnica again this year. Foundation "Krila nade" is organizing this camp, and it was from July 14th -17th 2009.
The general goal or purpose of this camp is to bring together young people together. Participants are from all parts of Bosnia and Herzegovina and the countries created with the disintegration of former Yugoslavia, as well as from countries of Western Europe. Aim is to get them in one place and allow them to, despite prejudices, the lack of trust and fear of "others" live together, work, learn, practice sport, and create their free time.

In the past seven years, Youth Peace summer camp gathered around 1200 young people age between 18 and 27 years. These young people came from different regions of Bosnia and Herzegovina. Participants are coming from of all ethnic and religious groups, young people from neighboring and other countries created by the disintegration of former Yugoslavia, as well as youth from Western Europe, Germany, Holland, England, Canada and the USA.  This year  participants were from Palestine and Israel.

Some of the activities on this camp were:

Interactive workshops (non-violent communication and non-violent resolution / conflict prevention, protection and preservation of living environment / environmental workshops; protection and improvement of sexual and reproductive health, prevention; Drama and Theater, Music Workshop, Feng Shui, Reading Workshop, Creative Workshop, Art workshops, etc.

Social and useful activities for the benefit of local communities and improving the awareness of the community needs (in the area of Bjelasnica, Trnovo, Sarajevo, Pale, Jahorina)

Present position of women organization in Brcko District.

Round table was organized in order to raise awareness of the key people and wider public about position of women organization today in Brcko District.  Beside “PRONI” in organization of this round table participated members of women organizations "Venera", "Bosnjakinja", organization of people with Dystrophy, and organization of people with multiple sclerosis.

Round table is part of project “Strengthening leadership capacity of women organization in Brcko District”. In this project participated 20 members of mentioned organizations during period of six months. This round table represents practical work of participants in this project after education on 14 different trainings. Government of Canada supports this project. Participants in this project presented their work on this round table, brochure of project and guidelines for organizations. This round table was ideal opportunity to invite important people from government of Brcko District, which can help to solve many problems or at least provide some answers or guidelines, which is one of the expected results from this project. With this round table, we confirmed difficult situation of women organization in Brcko District.

Questions referred to getting free space for organization from government of Brcko District, equipment for organizations, difficult procedures for writing projects, lack or information, explanations regarding any changes in project or unapproved projects. Members informed them selves that there is a commission for awarding premises without any fee for citizen organizations and foundations. They found out that forms for writing projects cant be simplified, and that there is no money for buying equipment for organizations. In addition, they informed them selves that there is initiative to organize one meeting with women organizations in order to clarify procedures for writing project. 

Women must try to fight for better status in Brcko District

Women organization needs to influence more on women in municipality assembly and through them try to accomplish their goals, rights and goals of organization.

Or, to encourage initiative for establishing council of women organizations (network). This council could take care of women organizations interests in Brcko District, even establishing foundation for organizations.

Distance learning available on Economy Faculty in Sarajevo

Distance learning, as a new form of learning, provide the opportunity to students who do not have time to sit in the classroom, and thus follow the daily lectures, to learn with the possibility of learning in a time when most convenient for them. This form of educational process, in the last twenty years thanks to the rapid development of information technology, computers and computer network, has almost completely replaced the previously known methods of education.

An increasing number of students in the world, a significant portion of its obligations study are conducting from home, using the contents of the internet that are just for them, prepared and designed to lead them through the process of learning. This type of learning started 6 years ago at the economy Faculty in Sarajevo, where students from across the Web system received additional materials from the professors. In addition, this system served the teachers and other students for a further explanation, the exchange of information and work on common tasks.

In the academic year 2006/2007 a DL system of work was stared that fully corresponds with the traditional (in-class) tuition. Study of traditional teaching and DL for Undergraduate Students are considered to be equally good and have the same value as in further education, and on the labor market.

Economy Faculty enters its fourth generation of the regular students on Distance learning course of study according to the concept distance learning. Price tuition for one year of distance learning is 1000 KM and you can pay in two installments.

THE EUROPEAN REGIONAL MASTER’S DEGREE IN DEMOCRACY AND HUMAN RIGHTS IN SOUTH EAST EUROPE

The European Regional Master’s Degree in Human Rights and Democracy in South East Europe is an intensive one-year Master programme established through the joint efforts of the participating universities and coordinated by the Universities of Sarajevo and Bologna. At present it is in its eight year of implementation. The Programme is co-financed by the European Commission and the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs. 

The Master’s Program is structured in three terms 
I) November 2009 – June 2010: Lecturing period at the University of Sarajevo; 
II) June – July 2010: Internship work across South East Europe; 
III) September – October 2010: Master’s Thesis writing-up period at the University of Bologna. 

The teaching activities involve renowned Faculty members coming from more than 25 European and other countries. Internships take place at various regional NGOs, IGOs, think-tanks and research institutes dealing with issues of human rights and democracy in South East Europe. The third term is hosted by the University of Bologna Residential Centers in Italy. 

Tuition Fees and Scholarships 

The tuition fee is determined for each academic year by the Executive Board of the program. In the academic year 2009/2010, the tuition fee is 1000 EURO. 
Full tuition fee waiver is available for the citizens of the countries of South East Europe involved in the program (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Macedonia, Serbia, Montenegro and Kosovo). The students from the EU are not offered tuition fee waiver. 
The students from the SEE countries (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Macedonia, Serbia, Montenegro and Kosovo) as well as the EU citizens are eligible for students’ maintenance grants in the amount 400€ per month for the first and second term while the third term is covered by the Program. 
For the non – EU and non – SEE students unfortunately the Program cannot offer any financial support - scholarship or tuition fee waiver.

* funds projects focused on preventing, managing, and resolving violent conflict and promoting post-conflict peace building in settings outside the borders of the U.S. Awards support activities that apply across a broad range of relevant disciplines, skills, and approaches. USIP welcomes proposals of an interdisciplinary or multidisciplinary nature.

Eligible Grant Recipients


USIP may provide grant support to nonprofit organizations and individuals—both U.S. and foreign—including the following: institutions of post-secondary, community, and secondary education; public and private education, training or research institutions, and libraries.

American and foreign individuals and nonprofit organizations may apply. Individuals whose proposals are funded will be required to identify a nonprofit organization to receive and manage the grant monies. When applicants are employed by an eligible institution, such as a college or university, USIP requires that grants be made to the institution rather than to the individual.

Support for degree work is not eligible in the Grant Program. Inquiries about support for dissertation research should be directed to USIP's Jennings Randolph Peace Scholar Dissertation Program.


Only one application per competition may be submitted by the same project director.
Unsuccessful applicants of previous Grant Program competitions may not submit the same application unless it has been substantially revised.


USIP will not accept applications that list as participants, consultants, or project personnel members of USIP's Board of Directors or staff. In addition, any application that lists USIP as a collaborator in the project will not be accepted.


Individuals who are currently working as USIP contractors may not be eligible to apply for grant support. To determine eligibility prior to submitting an application, please contact the Grant Program staff.


Applications must be submitted in English.
