ACTIVITIES IN AUGUST 2009
During the month, we started working on a project  "You (th) are hope for B&H!", supported by ministry of foreign affairs of Kingdom Netherlands. We completed preparations for training for trainers in Brcko, 8-10 September 2009. This training is for youth activists from two regions cowered by this project: Podrinje and North Bosnia. Trainers will be: Jagoda Paukovic (Justitia et Pax Netherland) and Jasmin Jasarevic (PRONI Brcko). In next bulletin, we will inform you about training and other project activities. 
On August 4th 2009 representative of hCa/ORC Tuzla Bosko Vlajic participated on a meeting of the partnership group within the project "Prvi Stan". On the meeting was the presentation of market and economic dimensions of housing problems of young people as well as practice of support for solving housing problems and research results. Participants of this meeting suggested some concrete steps for solving housing problems of young people (co financing for building housing units, better interest rates on loans, etc).
On August 12th 2009 on Pannonia lake in Tuzla was organized  NGO festival for organizations from Tuzla. Our organization hCa/ORC Tuzla participated on this  fair. hCa/ORC Tuzla presented its activities and projects. At the fun part of the fair, representative's  of thehCa / ORC Tuzla participated in the beach volleyball tournament.
As coordinator of B&H network Anna Lindh Foundation during month we have been regularly sending information to the network members of Anna Lindh from B&H. In following period we are planning to organize meeting of all representatives of this network from B&H. On this meeting we will define organizational and activity issues of this network in &H. 
As part of regional project "Editor for EU", main holder is Czech organization “Point Civic Association - support and social integration of youth”, was organized exchange program of young people from Croatia, Slovakia, Czech, Germany and B&H. This program took place in Basko Pole (August 26th – September 4th 2009), five representatives from B&H participated in this program: Nora Mucaj "KRIN" Tuzla, Adamir Muharemovic "KRIN" Tuzla, Zanin Mesic Youth Club "Pod istim suncem" Jablanica, Emil Balavac Youth Club "Pod istim suncem" Jablanica, Bosko Vlajic hCa/ORC Tuzla. In order to organize this youth exchange program as good as possible, preparation meeting of partners in project was organized (Basko Polje August 14th-16th 2009), program of youth exchange and all other organizational questions were discussed on this meeting. Emil Balavac (Organization "Pod istim suncem" Jablanica) and Mirza Catibusic (Foundation of Tuzla community, Tuzla) were representing hCa/ORC Tuzla at this preparation meeting.

Since then large number of young people went through "SPAJALICA", and participated in activities and projects conducted by "KULT". The most valuable of all, our volunteers, celebrated "SPAJALICA" birthday in very interesting way. On August 26th our volunteers had an easy assignment, to plant trees at the planned locations. Volunteers planted four trees and they did that through work and fun.  
Volunteers and youth leaders of "KULT" are aware of the importance of preserving the environment and similar actions will be conducted in future. Following action is planned as part of project conducted by group of participants from "UMID" training, name of the action is "Aleja volontera". On this occasion they will plant ornamental shrubs around "SPAJALICA", and the tree of the firs generation of volunteers. 
Friendship school
On our workshops, we are still socializing and studying. We have processed different topics. Beginning of the school year is near. Pupils are going to higher grades, but they don't want to stop visiting "SPAJALICA"! During summer we have processed different topics, such as: "Computers and postmodern age"; "
Water"; "Vitamins" and many other interesting things about geography, nature etc. It is important to mention that new smiley faces are constantly changing in our "Friendship school". With the method "from ear to ear" new kids are constantly enrolling in our school and that is making us very happy. From September, we are hoping to continue our gatherings in "Friendship school". "SPAJALICA" wish you happy start of new school year.

Project “Puna usta mladih”
Calm before the storm. Final debate about Draft law on youth of FB&H was organized on July 31st in Sarajevo. After that "KULT" completed reports from all ten public debates and prepared  table display of propositions for altering and amendments of the Draft. In August proposals from public debates were considered, in addition we conducted preparation of the other material for making draft law. Afterwards members of the commission for youth question within representative parliament FB&H agree on this draft, draft as final version of lawful solution will be sent to house of representatives for adoption. To grand finale in House of representatives will precede adoption of this draft in house of peoples of FB&H planned for September assembly of that house.  
Signed a cooperation agreement

Municipality Ilidza was selected as an partner in health project conducted by "GTZ". "KULT" – "SPAJALICA" signed with "GTZ" cooperation agreement for implementation of project for youth health. As part of this project, "KULT" will establish info point for youth health in youth centre "SPAJALICA".

Aim of this project is razing awareness about health and prevention of risky sexual behavior of young people through informative, educative and participatory methods. On this project will co-operate municipality Ilidza, Health center Ilidza and "SPAJALICA".
Project "Education of young people involved in social process"

In "SPAJALICA" on July 23rd, 24th, 25th 2009 was successfully organized sixth workshop of "UMiD", topic was "Managing of project cycle". Trainer was Sladjana Azinovic.

First was theoretical part. After theoretical part participants were divided in to groups were they had to explain what each phase of project cycle means and involves, afterward they presented their work. Next assignment was for each group based on problem they took from real life (problems in community, organization etc) they had to offer concrete project ideas for solving those problems and they had to publicly explain it.  
During workshop young people discussed different project proposals. Based on these discussions they obtained useful information about this area. This information will provide them help in writing project in the near future. 
After "Project Cycle Management", was organized seventh workshop "Preparation and conducting campaigns and round tables". Trainer was Dzenana Ibisevic. Participants of "UMiD" training had opportunity to learn about public campaign and advocacy, promoting idea, gaining support of public, lobbying methods, public appearances, creation of plan and campaign budget, etc. Youth leaders are currently preparing two projects and six initiatives that they are going to conduct in their communities in cooperation with other organizations. 
In this way, leaders beside training have practical part of exercise were they could apply their knowledge on concrete examples they have chosen. This way they can actively participate in improving status of young people in their community.    
Next workshop is "Media promotion", it will be on October 3rd and 4th 2009.

Education

Foundation course

For the second time we are organizing Foundation course for the clerks of municipality Malgaj. This course will provide opportunity to municipality clerks to gain basic knowledge aboutcomputers and English language. In addition with interactive approach and non-formal methods this course is going to raise awareness about NFO. Knowledge about computers and English language will help them to conduct their every day duties efficiently. 

The course is consisted from ten three hours trainings. Beside theoretical part these trainings had a lot of interactive exercises, knowledge tests, work in teams and groups. All this helped them to acquire knowledge much easier. 
Before we started with realization of this training we conducted analysis to see what equipment clerks are using. After analysis we customized our computers for participants.  

Participants expressed great will and interest for work, trying to understand presented knowledge. After completion of the curse, participants learned to use Microsoft Excel and internet. In addition they learned some basics of English language that can be excellent base for further studies. 

Evaluation showed us that participants are pleased with the work, that they have learned a lot for short period, and that they would participate again on these kinds of trainings.   

Course lasted from May 22nd until July 17th 2009. 15 clerks from municipality administration attended this course.  
Youth work
Activities in youth clubs, after summer vacations, in Doboj, Maglaj, Teslic and Bocinji are still somewhat sleepy. Activities are slowly developing and groups are gathering again to plan their projects.

Youth Club Doboj

Creative workshop, dance section, acting section, break-dance group, photo "CORNO" section, peer educators which are operating with the help of our youth workers in schools in Doboj. 
Youth club Maglaj

This club is offering to young people place were they can spend their free time and make it creative. They are suggesting and choosing activities in which they wish to participate, driven by their own wishes and needs, this way they can learn more about them selves and others. Following activities are conducted: English language, computer section, creative workshop, dance group, two break-dance groups, (junior and senior group), journalist groups, movie and photo section. 

Youth club Bocinja

This club is expanding its activities. Many members are still on their vacations. Visits to this club are reduced, but groups are slowly gathering and preparing new activities.
Youth club Teslic

This club can offer a lot to offer to its members, and to all who want to do something for them selves and their community.

Planned activities for September 
For following month, beside current activities we are working on:

Youth policy of municipality Petrovo

We conducted needs analysis and position of young people in municipality, data analysis, and presentation of research results. In addition we conducted training "Introduction in essential documentation for making youth policy" and "Strategic and action planning" these trainings are for coordinating body and facilitators of work groups. We are planning another meeting of work group facilitators at the beginning of September.

Project for OSCE – Mission to B&H
Which we started in June of this year with training "Culture of Tolerance" in place Tesanj. Aim of this project is networking of four municipalities (Maglaj, Doboj, Tesanj and Usora), and it is continuing. Next training is going to be on September 17th 2009 in our premises in Doboj. We will work with the same group we worked last time in order to create continuity, themes will be based on development of communication and interpersonal relations.
September 1st 2009 public debate about Constitutional reforms in B&H. Debate will take place in municipality Doboj assembly hall starting at 11.00 hours. On this debate will participate two of our representatives. Aim of this debate is active involvement of local authorities and civil society, which will lead to better understanding of constitutional changes. In addition it will lead to greater interest of policy makers to consider opinion and needs of local communities.  
September 2nd 2009 meeting with "Save the Children-UK", meeting is about existing mutual projects and continuation of cooperation.
September 23rd and 24th 2009 we will have visit from Diana and John Lampen. They are peace educators from Great Britain. They wish to conduct two-day workshop with following themes: cooperation and communication skills, anger management, negotiating, conflict resolution, positive outcomes in conflict, mediation process etc. Although we are familiar with the themes their experience is more then welcome as well as their cooperation with us in these fields in our future work.

"Return sport terrain to children of Tresanica"
On August 19th 2009 organized public meeting in biggest local community "Tresanica", meeting took place on sport terrain "Basketball courtyard". Meeting was in fact a protest of citizens and children. It was about returning child playground in street "Cvilnih Zrtava Rata" to children and forbid car parking there.
Meeting was organized based on conclusion of initiative board of project (non-formal group of citizens-volunteers) from consultative meeting on July 22nd 2009. Clarifying the initiative Adis Muhibic said that children are growing up in building entrances, they are squeezed between cars on sidewalks and playgrounds. Their safety is in danger, their free time is without any content, and sport terrain is just one on necessary measurement for preventing deviant behavior in children and young people.

"This meeting is following good practices of participation and involvement of citizens, individuals and local community in decision process making and solving mutual problems in local community", said Muhibic.
Following essence of that meeting is that they will not just give their declarative support for solving problems of drug abuse and other addiction disease, instead they will be actively involved in solving this problem. This is going to be achieved with citizens initiatives directed toward returning and building child playgrounds, parks and sport terrains in all settlements. In addition these terrains will be operational and will become places were young people and citizens are gathering.  
After this initial information according to planned activities members of initiative board directed their activities toward signing of petition. This petition represents democratic and public stand of parents and citizens from this part of Konjic, and it proves that these people are trying to do something for them selves. 
Mr. Muhibic expressed his optimism and belief that this action will be success. Initiative board is convinced that this project will be successfully realized in cooperation with authorities of municipality Konjic. Successfully completion of this project will bring joy to our children and parents, and will return sport terrain to children of "Tresanica". These way children will again have their own space for play and sport games (football, basketball etc).

In open and constructive discussion citizens, parents and children supported all activities of Initiative board in past period. We were all delighted with information that we have gathered 320 signatures for our petition. 
Main message of this meeting was that local authorities with its bodies return sport terrain to its original purpose, and to forbid parking there.  Conclusion was that children and parents are expecting in future positive activities of citizens and authorities of Konjic regarding child playground (asphalting, security fence, acquiring sport equipment etc)
Same group of citizens – volunteers during this year realized project putting traffic obstacles and first child games project "Safe parks for children" and many other humanitarian actions.

Overview

The Open Society Institute (OSI) invites photographers to submit a body of work for consideration in the

Moving Walls 17 group exhibition. Moving Walls is an exhibition series that features in-depth and nuanced explorations of human rights and social issues. Thematically linked to OSI's mission, Moving Walls is exhibited at OSI’s offices in New York and Washington, DC and includes 7 discrete bodies of work.

Moving Walls recognizes the brave and difficult work that photographers undertake globally in their documentation of complex social and political issues. Their images provide the world with human rights evidence, put faces onto a conflict, document the struggles and defiance of marginalized people, reframe how issues are discussed publicly, and provide opportunities for reflection and discussion. Through Moving Walls, OSI honors this work while visually highlighting the mission of our foundation to staff and visitors. For participating photographers, a key benefit of the program is to gain exposure for both the social justice or human rights issues they photograph, and for themselves as photographers. When the tour ends, photographers receive a professionally-produced exhibition which they may use however they wish. To view images from our recent exhibitions, please visit: www.movingwalls.org.

Areas of Interest

Since its inception in 1998, Moving Walls has featured over 100 photographers whose work address a variety of social justice and human rights issues that coincide with OSI’s mission. Each Moving Walls exhibit includes seven distinct bodies of work that address issues or geographic regions where OSI is active. Priority is given to work whose subject has not been recently addressed in Moving Walls. Listed below are some topics that are focus areas for OSI and about which we are interested in receiving submissions. Please note that photographers are welcome to submit their work for Moving Walls even if their subject area is not included on this list.

Who Can Apply

Any emerging or veteran photographer who has completed a body of work on a human rights or social justice issue may apply for Moving Walls. Work in progress may be submitted as long as a substantial portion of the work has been completed. We will accept any genre of photography that is documentary in nature and is not staged or manipulated. In addition, priority will be given to work that addresses issues and geographic regions of concern to OSI.

Seven portfolios will be selected based on the quality of the images, the project’s relevance to OSI, and the photographer’s ability to portray a social justice or human rights issue in a visually compelling, unique, and respectful way. Moreover, Moving Walls values work by photographers who have a long-term investment in

a community or issue. Photographers working in their home countries, women, emerging artists, and people of color are also encouraged to apply.

OSI does not discriminate based on any status that may be protected by applicable law.

Emerging Photographer Travel Grant (new)

To support the professional advancement of photographers who have not received much exposure, an additional travel grant will be provided to select Moving Walls photographers to attend the opening in New York and meet with local photo editors and relevant NGO staff. Recipients must apply for the travel grant after being chosen for inclusion in the Moving Walls exhibition. The grant is subject to the applicant obtaining the necessary visa to the travel to the U.S.

Recipients will be determined based on, among other things, prior international travel experience, prior attendance at workshops and seminars outside their home communities, publication and exhibition history, awards, and potential impact on their professional development.

Application Process:

Please submit the following materials:

1) application cover page

2) a one-page statement* (600 words maximum) describing the project you would

like to exhibit at OSI;

3) a short narrative bio (250 words maximum) summarizing your previous work and experience;

4) your curriculum vitae;

5) 15-20 loose, un-mounted, and captioned gelatin silver or digital prints of the work that you would like to exhibit. Work samples should be approximately 8 x 10 inches/US letter size/A3 (larger prints will not be accepted) and must have descriptive captions either hand-written or adhered to the back of each print

6) a CD with the following items (items 1-5 mentioned above plus optional

materials):

a) application cover page

b) a one-page statement (Word document, 600 words maximum)

c) a short narrative bio (Word document, 250 words maximum)

d) your curriculum vitae (Word document)

e) 15-20 digital files of the same images (jpegs); files should be titled using the following naming convention: Last name_First name_01, Last name_First name_02, etc.

f) a corresponding caption list (Word document)

7) a self-addressed stamped mailer or FedEx or DHL shipping label with your credit card or account number (if you do not include return postage, your work samples will not be returned)

Optional materials:

8) Multimedia: Moving Walls has the capacity to exhibit multimedia in addition to (but not in place of) the print exhibition. A multimedia sample should be submitted only if it complements or enhances, rather than duplicates, the other submitted materials. The sample will be judged on its ability to present complex issues through compelling multimedia storytelling, and will not negatively impact the print submission. If you are submitting a multimedia piece for consideration, please include the full piece on DVD for review. If the piece is longer than five minutes, include both the full piece and an excerpt under five minutes for review.

*NOTE: The one-page statement is intended to give the Selection Committee a better understanding of the project. Non-native English speakers should describe their projects as accurately as possible, but do need not be concerned with the quality of their English. Complete submissions must be received at OSI-NY by 5pm (Eastern Standard Time) on Friday, October 23, 2009. Please do not send your work in leather portfolios or in tubes.
