Activities in January 2009
During last month hCa/ORC Tuzla was working on regular activities - information processing selection of interesting information for youth activism and distribution of the same to youth organizations and to the members of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina mailing list, and work and distribution of monthly bulletin of Bosnia and Herzegovina Youth Network, with regular work and update of web site: www.omladina-bih.net
In Tuzla on January 22nd– 23rd 2009 was organised regional expert conference : "Partnership for peace – advantages and challenges for neighbouring countries", organizer was hCa/ORC Tuzla in cooperation with ministry of defence B&H, and under the sponsorship of USA government. 

Some of the aims of conference were:

Promoting security as on of most important regional questions, stability of hole regions, and what is precondition on making safe environment for foreign investments. 

Readiness of B&H for joining NATO alliance 

Initiating agreements between states (aid in occasion of natural disasters) 

Increased information of citizens in region about advantages of joining NATO alliance

This conference in continuation of hCa/ORC project, in cooperation with USA government and ministry of defence this project is being implemented by hCa second year in a row, project name is "Partnership for peace and B&H society" 
Aim of this project is to inform citizens of BH about importance of BH in program partnership for peace, and significance of Euro-Atlantic integrations, advantages and obligations.

On this conference we have invited representatives of: ministry of defence from BH and region, ministry of safety BH, representatives of embassies from region, parliament commissions, some Europe countries and USA, representatives of military from BH, Serbia, Monte Negro, Croatia, representatives of political parties, civil sector from Serbia, Monte Negro, Croatia and BH, representatives of universities and BH media, OHR and OSCE. In total around 50 participants and around 40 of them showed up. 
Through panel discussions we have talked about: "Significance of BH in Partnership for peace – encouraging regional parliament cooperation", "Accomplishments and problems in parliament surveillance of security sector in BH", "Road of BH in to NATO", funds etc.

Speakers on this conference were: Bosko Siljegovic – head of comity for security and defence period 2003-2006, Zeljko Grubesic adviser in parliament comity for security and defence BH, Marina Pendes deputy minister of defence BH. Moderating conference was Vehid Sehic president of Forum of Tuzla Citizens. 

Participants of this conference come up with following conclusions:
We, participants of regional conference "Partnership for peace – advantages and challenges for neighbouring countries" in Tuzla on 22-23.01.2009 have reached on following conclusions:
We want to give our full support to ministry of defence and joined Army headquarters of BH in order of fulfilling conditions for partnership for peace and our road to NATO alliance. We need to start implementing our signed documents with NATO and EU. We wish to say to our legislative and executable authorities that beside the will it is much harder to implement things that we achieve with compromises.  

There is a need for more of these kind of conferences involving BH, Serbia, Croatia and Monte Negro. This need existed before this conference and it will continue after 
We wish to initiate regional parliament cooperation, which needs to continue and intensify. We don't want to say that there is no cooperation, we just want to make that cooperation stronger. 

We need stronger and organised participation of all parts of our society and especial non governmental organisations from region which can be carriers of these processes.
As part of regional project for demilitarisation we have signed partnership agreement with NGO "Peace action" from Prilep, Macedonia. Our organisation will organise part of activities of this project in BH, we will inform you about activities from this project in following editions.
During month we have sent some project proposals to some of our donors.

For our organisation starting in 2009 was very active.

From January 23rd to 26th we had second module of training Learn, think and act. Theme was introduction for finding founds, trainer was Sladjana Azinovic. All participant were very active and they all agreed that this was the most interesting workshop from beginning of training. We had our mid term exams and all participant have passed it.

On January 31st 2009 we had another workshop as part of project Maslacak say yes to healthy life, programme of one year and counselling young people and prevention of addiction and healthy was of life. Theme of this workshop was "Sexual and reproductive health", trainer was Sanita Maleksic, Y-PEER trainer. 
On January 30th 2009 we organised follow up workshop as part of project strengthening girls, topic was "Violence, leadership and action plan". This workshop was organised in cooperation with GTZ and foundation CURE.

In SPAJALICA we are organising sewing course two times a week. Groups has 14 pupils. All pupils are going to learn how to handle sewing machine, and how to cut down wardrobe. This course will last for two months and at the end all pupils will receive diplomas. This project is supported by municipality Ilidza. 
Group of our volunteers visited home for children without parents on January 21st 2009. They first gathered in SPAJALICA from were they headed to Bjelave. They were carrying refreshments for the children. In home they have been introduced to teacher of centre who informed them about activities of this institution. 
KLUT in partnership with OSGIS and CCI has started implementing project "Puna usta Mladih". This project is about adopting laws on young people in FB&H, Brcko Distrikt and improving the law on youth in RS. This project will last for 12 moths. Our organisation had a lot of activities in first month of project. We made a project structure. Radio jingle, this jingle was made by Foundation for creative development, this foundation is also one of partners in this project, we also created a logo of this project.
KULT in cooperation with youth council of East Sarajevo, has started project education of young people involved in social processes. As part of project young people from Ilidza and East Sarajevo will go through leader training "Learn, thins, act". Beside this KULT will find four more organisations which will work on promoting volunteer journal, and on establishing criteria for assigning founds in East Sarajevo and Ilidza. This project is being financed by EU. Training will last from March 209 till August 2010 it will be consisted of 14 workshops and 10 small project. Activities will be organised on weekends, once or twice a month.

January 5th 2009 meeting of project team in our centre. We have analysed activities for December 2008, and have plane all activities for January 2009. 
January 31st 2009 was final day for applying in to North East B&H coalition of NGO.

Murdering because of coats

In order to point out to public all cruelty of fur industry and meaningless killing of animals in order to produce fur clothing because of fashion and glamour, environmental coincidences, members of organisation Animal friend BH have been going through our streets showing video footage of animals on one fur farm, warning people about cruelty of fur industry.    

 
March started from square of Grga Matic in front of cathedral on 12.00. In return on 12.30 we had a little show were activist of this organisation were lying around skinned, with this action we wanted to stress out on inhumanity in killing animals because of their fur.  

  

  

Animals in nature are being cached with steel traps, these traps are penetrating their paws and bodies and thy are some times waiting for hours and day for hunters to come and kill them. Most often innocent animals are being couth in those traps as dogs and cats. 

On fur farms, animals are being broth up only for purpose of producing fur. Their short life's they are living in small spaces, in filth and without health care. Before the are killed they often receive dose of poison, and their necks are being broken, also they are being killed with electricity.  
  

Fur industry is an enormous environment pollution. For producing furs you need 60 times more energy then for producing an artificial one. In process of  making the furs are being used dangerous chemicals which are polluting underground water and endangering human health.   

Fur coat is not just piece of clothing. For each of those pieces you need to kill 15 dogs, 20 beavers, 22 foxes, 24 cats, etc. 
Today there is not one excuse in order to kill animal for their fur. Jet wild animals are continuously being hunt down to extermination. 

And all this and we know that today you can fabricate exactly the same fur in artificial way.

  

The cloth we were is defining who we are, let us not be insensitive on other living thing suffering.
