ACTIVITIES IN THE FEBRUARY

During February, our office - hCa / ORC Tuzla worked on ordinary activities - processing of information of interest to youth activism and the distribution of the same to youth organizations and members of the mailing list of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as editing and distributing the monthly newsletter of the Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina and regularly updating the Web site: www.omladina-bih.net. 

Press Conference: Promotion of the Survey Results of “Social Cohesion - Equal Participation of Minorities in B&H. “

Within the project "Regional Youth Action Against Discrimination" ORC Tuzla has made analysis of the situation on the participation of minorities and the general understanding of minority rights and the situation in which minorities in B&H are, called  “Social Cohesion - Equal Participation of Minorities in B&H“. One of the main objectives of this project is to raise awareness of B&H citizens about the importance of fight against discrimination in B&H and the region, with special emphasis on youth. Press conference was held in the premises of the Youth Resource Center (ORC) in Tuzla, on 9th of February at 12:00.

Promotion of research results and analysis of the survey was held by Mr. Miralem Tursinović, Director of hCa / ORC Tuzla, and Mr. Jasmin Jašarević, general manager of "PRONI" Brčko, the author of the survey analysis. Situation analysis was done on a sample of 1,600 respondents from 17 Bosnian towns. In collecting data from the field we have received support from youth organizations that are members of the Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina. 

We spoke about the idea and implementation of the survey, the results of research and distribution of data which was received. Because so little is known about the problem of discrimination in Bosnia, ethnic minorities and protection of human rights, attendees were interested in how this research can be used to further the goals that, that we as a European society we must set ourselves. We hope that this analysis will encourage many more to engage on the issue of discrimination in B&H, which is present in all spheres of our society. 

As the issue attracted great attention, the conference was attended by all of the invited media, which were: Radio Vesta, Tuzla info portal, TV Tuzla, Radio Free Europe, "Dnevni list", BH Radio 1, Radio Tuzla, portal "Tuzlarije”, RTV TK, BHT 1 and Radio “Soli". As we were told, the information from this press conference will be announced during the day or in the tomorrow’s edition of newspapers. The analysis is published on the web page www.omladina-bih.net.

Conference on "Dialogue among cultures of the central Mediterranean" -organized by the Fondazione Mediterraneo

On the initiative of the Fondazione Mediterraneo, in Naples on 12th and 13th of February, ALF network coordinators from Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Italy, Romania and Slovenia had a meeting. Bosnia and Herzegovina was represented by Miralem Tursinović - ALF Coordinator for B&H. In this occasion, Fondazione Mediterraneo has organized a conference during which the Italian members of the ALF and the above-mentioned network coordinators had the opportunity to discuss possible joint projects and actions. 

The conference agreed on the following joint activities:

Fondazione Mediterraneo, will, through its network, provide a certain space during the two events, of which they have been co-organizers since 1996: Film Festival Trieste and Naples - with special sections dedicated to dialogue among cultures, directly coordinated by the coordinator of ALF's from Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Hungary, Italy, Romania and Slovenia. 

At the same time, in the jury of the Naples Film Festival, which is composed only of young people from the region of Campania, will also be include young people (20 - 35 years) from Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Romania and Slovenia. (The costs of their travel and stay will be included in the cost of the festival).

(ITALY - SLOVENIA) (Naples June 2010 - Trieste January 2011)

Istituto di cultura del Mediterraneo della Provincia di Lecce, Apulia ALF Region Coordinator, will be available for action concerning the cultural exchange that would include Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Romania and Slovenia. More specifically, we will promote research on fashion and clothing in various cultures (how migrations influence fashion, habits, values, etc.)

(ITALY - SLOVENIA) (deadline is 30th  October of 2010)

Campania Region, in cooperation with the Fondazione Mediterraneo, IPSC and Expo Italy, will activate, through volunteer service, projects on different topics.

(SLOVENIA - ROMANIA) (March 2011)

Actions concerning Italian minority communities and organizations in the Balkans and the Balkan minorities in Italy (minority languages (law 482/1999), festivals, cultural events and exchanges).

(ITALY Cantiere Giovani – B&H) (Campania Region funds deadline 26th February 2010) (May 2010)

In cooperation with the ALF, Italian and Balkan networks will propose common action for the nomadic culture and roma people (photo exhibition in all countries, on-line portal, summer camps, etc.) (with LEM-Italia).

(ALBANIA - ROMANIA) (August - September 2010)

 International Web Page "Il Denaro" www.denaro.it will host presentations of all activities (banners, links, etc.).

In cooperation with the ALF, Fondazione Mediterraneo, Italian network and the networks from the Balkans will propose a seminar on nonviolent action in conflict zones, together with Combatants for Peace, Italian volunteer service and others.

 Organization of the exhibition "Le Macchine di Leonardo da Vinci" in the premises of the Argirocastro castle, in cooperation with the Istituto di Culture Mediterranee della Provincia di Lecce.

(ITALY – ALBANIA)

Training for trainers held in Laktaši entitled: Basic Training for Youth Work and Community Work

Youth Resource Center (ORC) Tuzla / Helsinki Citizens' Assembly (hCa) Tuzla, under the auspices of "The Balkan Trust for Democracy," in the project: "Yes, you (th) can", organized training for coaches titled: Basic Training for Youth Work and Community Work. Training was held at the Hotel “San" in Laktasi from 25th to 27th of February. Participated in training were 25 participants, young people, activists of youth NGOs, student councils and associations of persons with disabilities from the following municipalities: Bosanski Petrovac, Banja Luka, Doboj, Kotor Varos, Otoka, Bihac, Bosanska Krupa, Cazin, Laktasi, Trn, Novi Grad, Prijedor, Kozarska Dubica, Mrkonjic Grad and Gradiska.

During three days of training, participants had the opportunity to get acquainted with basic methods and techniques of training and through practical work and interactive approach to training share their experiences on the preparation and implementation of training. Participants were very active and responsible in the approach to the work during the training and gained the impression that the entire training was, in fact, consisted of coaches who shared the experience and were not just passive recipients of new knowledge. 
Because the participants themselves had already some knowledge in this field, the training was completed in the best possible working environment, a lot of knowledge was adopted and during the informal gatherings, during the break in the evening, the participants had the opportunity to get acquainted with the situation related for organizing and working with young people in towns in the RS and FB&H.

Participants at the end of the training received earned certificates of successful completion of training as an incentive for further work and involvement in youth work in their local communities.

It is important to point out that many ideas and proposals for concrete actions that arose during the work in small groups in training were so interesting that some of the participants had promised to continue the development of these ideas and their implementation through specific youth activities, these issues are largely related to stereotypes and prejudices that, unfortunately, are still present among people who live on both sides of the entity borders in Bosnia.

ORC Tuzla has announced support for the implementation of these ideas, and for some of the ideas concrete proposals were presented for their implementation through existing initiatives by the OIA and the FOP.

It was also announced that the next training session on the same topic, "Training of Trainers for Youth Work and Community Work", which will be organized by the ORC Tuzla and will be held in April of 2010, also in the region of North-Western Bosnia.

Activities in the February 2010

Education

There were two training courses within the "Fundamentals of Youth Work": "Your Community" and "Preparation for Practical Work”. These trainings were a kind of introduction to the practical part of the course, where students must do and devise by themselves the 8 workshops with children and young people. To them this is a great opportunity to train themselves how to work with children and young people and convey knowledge and experience. 
In the period from: 15.02., 16.02 and 17.2.; our two youth workers attended the seminar entitled "Trauma and Reconciliation Process”, which was held in Doboj and organized by the Health Care Center Doboj. 

Also, from 06.02. until 11.02. the International Conference "Effective Management of Sustainable Development and Youth Centers in Multicultural Communities" was held in Podgorica, Montenegro. Within the wide range of experiences could be seen the values and ways of managing diversity in youth centers and approach to youth work. What which was specific for the participants is the motivation and commitment to work as well as communication and relationship that they have with the youth. The seminar was an incentive for CORNO to intensify its’ work in the field of regional and international youth exchanges and trainings. The most interesting part of the seminar for representatives of CORNO was the opportunity to use the international mobility of young people, as an element of the development of local youth work in the segments of the development of youth activism and motivation, sustainable volunteer management and projects led by young people.
Youth Work

Youth Club Doboj - a humanitarian action is being prepared, organized by volunteers of this club. Booth will be set in the center of Doboj, in which all interested parties can buy and thus make their contribution, for a symbolic price, fancy jewelry, bracelets, pendants and so on, which will be made the volunteers themselves. Everything that is gathered during the operation will be given the Home for Abandoned Children in Doboj.

Youth Club Maglaj - besides the usual activities, creative, dance workshops, it is important to note that the drama group "Theater of Youth”, which operates within our organization, will, on Wednesday 03/03/2010 in the hall of the House of Culture Maglaj in 19h, have a premiere performance of the drama "Justyna my sister ..." from the Polish writer Malgorzate Mroczkowske, directed by young and talented Anes Osmic from Maglaj. Also, a breakdance group "One Chance crew" will be presented at the audition of NTV Hayat, in the show "Shall We Dance".

Youth Club Teslić - volunteers of this club are largely working on club projects and therefore on improving the operation of the club. We have already mentioned that a good part of the activities of the club they have already taken themselves, which is a good indicator of their willingness to work to improve the quality of life of young people in their community.

In the month of March we will continue with existing and start new projects, new challenges. Recently, notable is the large number of calls for cooperation from other NGOs, institutions, interested parties, local and international, so much attention will be directed towards that.  Workshop on "Identity, teamwork and non-violent communication"
The International Youth Center "IPAK SHL” in Križevićima near Zvornik, held a one-day workshop on "Identity, teamwork and non-violent communication". The workshop was prepared and conducted by Subhija Glinac, an activist from Human Rights Office Tuzla. Workshop, whose participants were activists of the Regional Youth Network for Local Development and other activists from the area Podrinje, was attended by 15 participants from Križevići, Karakaj, Šekovići, Zvornik, Kikači, Šerići and Bijeljina. Workshop covered the following topics: Identity, Teamwork and shared decision-making and Non-violent communication.

The main aim of the workshop was to contribute to respect for diversity, prevention of violence among young people, raising awareness of youth violence and discrimination and to improve the participants’ knowledge and skills that are necessary for working together, cooperation and better mutual understanding and respect.

Individual meetings of different groups and cultures and their work together contributes to seeing people as individuals first and foremost, as human beings, not only as parts of particular ethnic or religious groups. These experiences eventually help young people to embrace diversity as an advantage and to influence in their communities for the respect of diversity and dignity of every citizen. Socialization and dialogue among young people, opens the possibility of a deeper mutual understanding and creating a common vision for the future. Adopted new knowledge and skills at the workshop will contribute to their empowerment, to the improvement of communication and future joint work and to break down prejudices that are the most common cause of discrimination against minority groups.  Social mobility of socially excluded groups, including the young, can be achieved only by their empowerment to "hear their voice” and contribute to a better positioning in society.

The first phase of education of volunteers in the project "Older Brother - Older Sister" SBSS

Twelve volunteers, students from Tuzla and the surrounding villages participated in the first phase of education of volunteers, participating in the project "SBSS”. Education was held in the center of AGORA in Simin Han. Participants of education went trough two cycles of workshops on the topic knowledge and the formation of groups and expectations of volunteer work. 
Objectives of the preliminary education were that they get to know each other and revive the role of volunteers in the project, their expectations and fears of the children and volunteers related to participation in the project. 

The project “Older Brother - Older Sister” is designed for children who are placed in a children's home or come from financially and socially disadvantaged families and they therefore have difficulty in growing up into healthy, socially integrated, social, and capable of work person. 
The project connects children of primary school age, between 5 and 12 years, with an "older sister" or "older brother", i.e. with one volunteer or student. During weekly meeting of the couple, the child develops a confidential, safe and supporting relationship with the volunteer who to him is a positive model of behavior. Through a friendly relationship with volunteer, child adopts socially acceptable behavior, moral and cultural values and life skills necessary for independent living in the community.

Implement the project in Tuzla are partner organizations IPAK - MGB and AMICA Tuzla in cooperation with the Center for Social Work in Tuzla.

After vacations during the month of January, in February, activists attended the following activities:

 After holding twelve day long seminars during the months of January and February on the theme: “Education for self-employment” in the organization of the Agency for the development of small and medium enterprises in cooperation with the Republic Agency for SME development, which was conducted by the Association of coaches Cefe in front of the Youth Center Bijeljina, education has passed the activities coordinator of the organization Vedran Ilic who received the certificate on 5/2/2010. 
 The organization of the Helsinki Committee for Human Rights RS formed a working group for drafting the Strategy on the behavior of fans at matches in which in front of the organization Vedran Ilic was appointed a member of the working group.

The project for the Development of Culture in the organization of UNDP and British Council, the ethno village near Bijeljina held the first part of the regional seminar on Intercultural navigators on 18th and 19th of February. The seminar was attended by Svetlana Krstic, president of the OCB. It is planned that the second part of the seminar is held in the second half of the month of March.

 In the second half of the month we started activities on the implementation ofi Youth Health Project, which is supported by the German Technical Cooperation (GTZ).

During the month of February, we performed preliminary organizing activities around the six-month Spanish language course that will begin the month of March and will be held in the premises of the Youth Center Bijeljina.

Held hearings on the draft law on protection and treatment of children and juveniles in criminal proceedings

Bureau of Human Rights Tuzla, on 8th of February at the motel "Royal" in Tuzla, organized a round table on which was considered a draft law on protection and treatment of children and juveniles in criminal proceedings of FB&H. Discussion has been realized within the project that is supported by the USAID "Justice Sector Development Project II (JSDP II)”, whose goal is to get involved in the process of adoption of this law on the entity levels and contribute to improving juvenile justice in B&H. Government of the Federation B&H submitted The draft law to the Parliament in the December of 2009, and this period is important for professionals who daily deal with this issue, to state their argument and opinion on how the law will meet the challenges of today's practice.

At a roundtable, about 50 experts gave specific recommendations related to legal acts and they will be addressed in further parliamentary procedure. The man who opened the round table was Šesenam Ćosić, the main cantonal prosecutor, and debate moderator was Izudin Šarić, Head of Information Ministry of Interior TK.

Public in Tuzla was informed about the situation of social exclusion in B&H and the run of the campaign "The Illness does not Choose Cantons"

Bureau for Human Rights with partners from the Helsinki Citizens Parliament in Banja Luka in the past year, within the project "Integration and social inclusion to active citizenship" supported by the European Union, have done extensive research of social exclusion in B&H, and made an analysis of the situation of social exclusion in B&H “Socially excluded today, what about tomorrow?", as well as an analysis of compliance with the B&H Law on European Social Charter, "The European Social Charter in our legislation? ".

On this occasion, Bureau presented to the public in Tuzla the results, conclusions and recommendations of both the analysis and subsequent actions arising from the data and results obtained in this study, on 23rd February. About the situation of social exclusion in B&H spoke Lejla Hukić, project coordinator, while the overall Bureaus’ work was presented by Elizabeta Lukačević, program coordinator of the Bureau for Human Rights. 

Both the analysis showed that the issue of health and health care are a major problem for all respondents in the FB&H. A special problem is the acquisition of drugs that are issued to the insured persons at the expense of cantonal health insurance institutes (with the essential drugs list of drugs). Therefore, the Bureau decided to launch a campaign "Illness does not choose cantons”, whose main goal would be advocating harmonization of essential cantonal list, so all citizens of the Federation, no matter where they live, could be provided with equal access to essential list drugs.

The first cycle of prevention workshops in elementary schools in Tuzla Canton is finished

Primary school "Hasan Kikic” Gracanica, on 24th and 25th of February, was the host of the last two workshops in the first cycle of prevention workshops for children and parents by the Bureau of Human Rights in cooperation with the Ministry of Internal Affairs of TK held in 10 more elementary schools in the area of canton. 
Subject of the workshops was prevention of socially unacceptable behavior of young people, and the participants have showed that they really need education in this field. Schools, in addition to the above school "Hasan Kikic”, for which the Bureau received a permit from the Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, are the Elementary Schools of "Kalesija"and "Tojsici” from Kalesija and elementary school, "Dr. Safvet Beg Basagic from Gradacac.

ACTIVITIES IN THE DECEMBER

Draft Law on Youth in FB&H has been Adopted
Great joy for all young people in the Federation.  House of Representatives of the Federation of B&H in the continuation of 28th meeting, held on 16th February this year, passed Draft Law on Youth in FB&H, although the Government of Federation sent a negative opinion about the proposal, without giving actual reasons in your explanation. KULT Association, in cooperation with the Commission for Youth Affairs House of Representatives PFBiH, is for more than a year advocating the adoption of the Law on Youth in FB&H, giving full support to the process of its adoption.  A draft of Law on Youth FB&H was made in 2009. After the required parliamentary procedure that was passed and the media campaign that accompanied it, on 30th June of 2009 it was adopted in the House of Representatives PFB&H and on 15th September in the House of Peoples. After the adoption of the draft in the House of Representatives, KULT and the Commission, in July 2009, conducted public hearings in all 10 cantons of the Federation, which has collected more than 70 proposals for amendments to the draft, on the basis of which they made 33 interventions in its text and made a bill. Adoption of the FB&H Law on Youth in writing was supported by more than 100 institutions in B&H. We especially emphasize the written support of more than 30% of municipalities and cantons in the Federation, support of the High Representative Mr. Valentina Inzko and many leading non-governmental organizations in B&H, which gives additional legitimacy to the process, which in its entire course was completely transparent. On the initiative web page (www.zakon.mladi.org), all the phases could be traced. In expectation of verifying the Law on Youth in FB&H and in House of Peoples PFBiH, we can hope for better days for the youth of the Federation.
BEEHIVE – Strengthening of youth female leaders in youth organizations
BEEHIVE consists of basic training for girls from 12 selected local communities and small projects, as well as advanced training for the most active youth female leaders. BEEHIVE will help youth female leaders and leaders to establish a national network for gender equality, within which will be organized study visit abroad.

For participation in the project of training girls in the municipalities in B&H to become socially involved in their local communities responding by sending letters of intent were 34 municipalities of Bosnia and Herzegovina. Of applicants, 12 municipalities were selected, namely: Ilidza, East Ilidza, Vogosca, Zepce, Sarajevo, Sipovo, Velika Kladuša, Vlasenica, Sekovici, Bugojno, Prijedor and Gracanica. We are currently singing the agreement of cooperation with those municipalities.

We have also selected the logo of the project, and that was done via our web pages’ visitors’ votes. 

In early March on the web-page (www.kosnica.ba) will be announced public invitation for girls and young women who want to pass the training. Upon completion of the aforementioned, successful participants will receive a certificate. 

In mid-April we plan to begin workshops in the training. 

BEEHIVE training program is an innovative and interactive, and consists of 8 modules. Topics to be covered are:

Volunteering and citizen activism

gender awareness

team work, leadership and lobbying

public relations

 youth work and youth policy

organizational and project management

human and women's rights and democracy

self-empowerment

Education of young people involved in social processes

In the last weekend of January this year, was held the 11th workshop in a row of the 4th generation of trainees of UMID, titled "Finding a job”. Mrs. Ismir Kahvić, lecturer, went with the workshop participants through many segments of this important process: the analysis of personal characteristics, the ability to enter the labor market, SWOT analysis, ways of job search, CV preparation and biographies, application design, getting an interview, making motivational letters, job analysis and preparation for interview etc. The workshop was characterized by a harmonious combination of theoretical and practical work. The second day workshop was conducted in simulated job interviews by Mr.Nedzad Kozadra, an expert in human resources and a person with vast experience in conducting interviews with applicants for business engagement.
In the training, participants have the opportunity to apply for KULT funds for the implementation of their project ideas. Deadline is the end of the month of April. In the last report were reported six projects that will require young people to implement them in their local communities. Through the implementation of the project they will have the opportunity to coordinate the budget, the project team and activities. KULT throughout the whole project cycle provides advisory assistance to students as young coordinators will be required to conduct monitoring activities, divide tasks, contact the school and company, to seek additional partners and sponsors if the project requires, prepare financial and narrative reports, etc.

The School of Friendship

In February was held 15 workshops in the School of Friendship lasting 2 hours and 30 minutes. Dates of workshops were returned to the old schedule. After the winter holidays, we continued to socialize in cheerful atmosphere, finishing our homework and playing. A small family the School of Friendship was enriched by new members. After the presentation to the third and fourth grade of the third elementary school Ilidža, the circle of friends in the School of Friendship was broaden. Children's laughter and noise are certainly become a trademark of Center for Youth Spajalica, confirming the existence of the same for this purpose. Informal socializing in the month of February, we used to build team spirit and strengthen a sense of solidarity towards one another.

Raising awareness about the need for prevention of sexual health in young population through the media: Radio broadcasts and TV shows.

The project "Strengthening of juvenile rights” in B&H. The objective of the activity is achieving profit in terms of prevention of juvenile delinquency. Point students to make the proper techniques of communication and nonviolent conflict resolution, and point out to parents the causes and consequences of juvenile delinquency with the guidelines to adequate action if a problem occurs.

In cooperation with the Social Center from Zenica we included in our sections the children who are recommended by the Center for Social Work in Zenica. They were included in the music section of guitar, piano and accordion, computer course, and recreational swimming section.

PRONI ACTIVITIES IN THE FEBRUARY

Meeting of youth NGOs in PRONI in Bijeljina
The first meeting of youth NGOs was held in Bijeljina on 10/02/2010. The meeting was attended by representatives of youth NGOs: Youth Center Bijeljina, Scout "Semberija", UG "Bunt", the Youth Forum, Svetosavske Youth Xommunities, school of handball “Sedmerac” and PRONI, and a representative of the Bijeljina Municipality, Head of the Youth and Sport Department. 
At a meeting of youth organizations has been proposed and adopted the following agenda:

Presentation of all youth organizations

Work plan of each youth organization in 2010

Bijeljina Municipal Budget for 2010 for young people

Projects / competitions for youth organizations in 2010

Various subjects

Given that this meeting was attended by the new youth NGOs, representatives from all organizations have presented the work of their organizations and work plan for 2010.

Attendees found out that a new department within the Department for Social Affairs in the municipality of Bijeljina was formed, and it is the Department of Sport, Culture and Youth, and Mr. Đokic is the head of that service. Mr. Đokic presented the plan of consumption of the budget by the Municipality Bijeljina youth in 2010 and stressed that the revision of the budget, which took place end of 2009, reduced significant items in the budget, as well as items for youth and youth organizations. The total budget for youth organizations and projects for 2010 amounts to 45,000.00 KM, including the youth policy budget in the municipality of Bijeljina. 

After a constructive discussion of all the participants of the meeting, it was proposed to Mr. Đokic to try to further reductions of the budget for the youth, because we have a situation in which the number of youth organizations increases and the budget for youth is being reduced, which further burdens the work of youth organizations in the municipalities of Bijeljina.

Training for supervision of exercise activities for mine risk education

Bojana Sekulic, manager of the team for PR and education in PRONI Center for Youth Development, attended training for the supervision of the exercise activities for mine risk education, which was held in Neum in the period from 16 to 19 February. After completing this seminar the PRONI organization ended with training their staff for work warning and supervision of mine risk education. PRONI will register as NGO, to work on mine risk education activities and emergency marking in the structure of BH MAC.

Annual Assembly of PRONI

For the session of the Assembly was suggested the following Agenda:

Admission of new members to the Assembly of PRONI, a dismissal of members of the Assembly of the Association proposed for exclusion and determination of the existing members with a mandate of 4 years

Adoption of the minutes from the previous regular and extraordinary sessions of the Association of PRONI Center for youth development of the Brcko District

Adoption of the report on the work for the year 2009

Adoption of financial statements for the year 2009

Adoption of work plan with proposed budget for expenditure of funds for 2010

Various topics

The proposed agenda was adopted unanimously.

Commission for the selection, appointment and dismissal of members of the Assembly of the Association proposed exclusion of 4 inactive members of the Assembly  and arbitrary departure from the Assembly, confirmed the current membership of 20 members of the Assembly and proposed entry of new 8 members in the Assembly of PRONI. All proposals were unanimously adopted.
Unanimously adopted were the minutes from the previous regular and extraordinary sessions of the Assembly of PRONI, report on the activities and financial report of PRON for 2009. Also unanimously adopted was a working plan with proposed budget for expenditure of funds for 2010.

Under the various topics was submitted a report on current work and commitment of the organization.

Valentines’ Day with PRONI in Mercator Center

On the 14th of February PRONI has marked the Valentines’ Day, in cooperation with Mecator Center. PRONI has organized several activities of entertaining and competitive nature, where couples and singles had fun, met with familiar and new people and won prizes. Mercator prepared for the winners 14 awards (for couples pizza, fruit cups and goods packages). Srcolovka gathered the highest number of interested, where they were able to "measure" love with the love calculator, and to compete with other couples in the longest embrace, longest dance, etc. 

Meeting with the CEM and CORNO

Meeting between representatives of the organizations Center for Education of Youth (CEM), Center for youth work and informal education (corn) and PRONI Center for Youth Development was held in Doboj in early February.

The reason for the meeting of representatives of these organizations is an agreement on regional cooperation between these three organizations. It was agreed to work together on a professional association of youth workers (PAOR) and applying for the EIDHR projects and other donors.

Volunteers of PRONI in Novi Sad at the seminar

Volunteers of PRONI Center for Youth Development Biljana Djurdjevic and Nedim Ferzagić from Brcko and Goran Planičić from Bijeljina, in the period from February 12-19, attended the international training for youth workers, volunteers and youth activists called "It's important which methods you use”, on social education and youth work as a method of developing social skills necessary for the integration of young people who have reduced opportunities in the active life of the local community organized by the Center for Youth Welfare (CZOR) from Novi Sad, with financial support from the European Commission, the program "Youth in Action".

The training brought together 28 young people from the following countries: Belgium, Portugal, Spain, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Macedonia and Serbia. The aim of this training is to empower groups of youth workers who work with vulnerable groups of young people through the exchange of knowledge, skills and experience of implemented methods adopted in their further work. Particular attention was dedicated to the promotion of tolerance, multiculturalism, inclusive approach and respect for diversity. Program participants had the opportunity to get acquainted with different cultures, traditions and customs and to exchange experiences and examples of good practice in the EU and with us in the field of working with vulnerable youth groups. 

During the training sessions were organized visits to the Provincial Secretariat for Youth and Sport APV, the Office for Youth of Novi Sad, Ecumenical Humanitarian Organization - ECHO, as well as visits to cultural and historical sights such as the Petrovaradin fortress.

Overall impression of the training participants on the city of Novi Sad, Vojvodina and Serbia is very positive as well as the organization of this international gathering.

Meetings with volunteers

During February, were organized several meetings with the volunteers in PRONI Brcko and Bijeljina, which conferred on:

writing projects by volunteers for FOP Foundation  -  volunteers were informed about the writing of the projects and will work on them until 10th of March
volunteer journal

information about the open competition for the writing projects by groups of young people up to 25 years old for small grants of up to 500 English pounds, of which the community will have the benefit of Peace Child International

expectations of volunteers from PRONI in 2010 
focus groups of peace-building with youth, volunteers, members of the board of directors and employees in PRONI

Representatives of student councils of secondary schools who are participants in the project on human rights in PRONI, as the group worked on the poster on the topic of children's rights, "Protection of Identity". The best posters will be printed and awarded by the EU, which announced the competition.

Other activities in PRONI

OKORUZ

After they completed all OKORUZ, youth workers from PRONI have done and submitted report to the Government of Brcko District. Of 26 youth clubs OKORUZ was not done in 2 clubs, and only 8 youth clubs have passed the assessment of work.

FOCUS GROUPS OF NANSEN DIALOUGE CENTER

Non-governmental organization “Saferworld" from the UK, in cooperation with the Nansen Dialogue Center (NDC) in Sarajevo did a research on how economic and political crisis is affecting the local community in B&H. 

During January and February of 2010, together with colleagues from the NDC Sarajevo they conducted a field survey in eight locations in Bosnia and Herzegovina, where they did the discussion focus groups and individual interviews.

Research in Brcko was conducted in cooperation with the PRONI and in PRONI's office premises. Field research is an integral part of the report which should be publicized in early summer of 2010.

OHR Press Council

Jasmin Jašarević, General Manager of PRONI Center for Youth Development, attended the open dialogue in an election year prepared for journalists, politicians and citizens of the Brcko District of freedom of media reporting, citizens' rights to truth, and the appeal procedure of the Press Council on the false media coverage of election and the election period, on 12th of February 2010 in the OHR office in Brcko District, which was organized by the Press Council of Bosnia and Herzegovina. 

Self-regulation of the media, media freedom, the application of professional standards included in the Code for reporting via TV and the press, the role and responsibility of public figures and politicians to the public, and the importance of information, dialogue and the availability of the media by politicians, were some of the topics that were discussed at this meeting. Especially explained was the procedure of filing a report on unprofessional and false media reporting, as it is a right of every citizen.
Presentation of CIDI in hotel Jelena

CIDI is a project financed by the European Union (IPA 2007) entitled "Building the capacity of civil society to participate in civil dialogue in Bosnia and Herzegovina", which supports the mutually beneficial dialogue between civil society and government. CIDI is an acronym that refers to the civil dialogue. Civil dialogue is a structured dialogue on key issues of development and implementation of relevant laws and public policies. It is a dialogue between a) the representatives of organized civil society and their interlocutors in the government and b) civil society organizations (CSOs) to each other.

CIDI has published a public invitation to the thematic networks and coalitions of civil society organizations for program support and training on civil dialogue based on domestic and international experience of good practice.

Presentation of the project was held on 26/01/2010 in Brcko in the hotel Jelena. In front of PRONI's presentation was attended by Jasmin Jašarević and Mirsada Salihovic.

The program will take place from spring of 2010 to autumn of 2011.

TACSO presentation in Tuzla

In the presentation of TACSO Project - Technical support civil society organizations, in Tuzla on 16/02/2010 was held the presentation of this program to support civil society organizations attended by general manager of PRONI Center for youth development.
Presentation of TACSO project and presentation on the role of civil society in the process of European integration in Tuzla is the second of four planned. The following presentations will be held on 18/02 in Mostar and 23/02 in Banja Luka.

Otherwise, the project TACSO - Technical support civil society organizations is a two-year project that is being implemented in the region of Western Balkans and Turkey, and its’ goal is to strengthen civil society and it is financed by the European Union.

Intercultural navigators

The project “Intercultural navigators” is being held in 18 European countries. Latest research conducted by the British Council shows that the new generation of European leaders is genuinely concerned about the intercultural issues. In response to their concerns, we started a project called Intercultural navigators - the project to provide answers to the challenges that today's multicultural world encounters. 

Program “Intercultural navigators” works with the aim of gathering all the people who want to make a positive contribution to society, people who are open to new knowledge,  with open views, who are curious and want to share experiences with others and who, in addition, are actively working to find a different way. Program aims to achieve balance of diversity in the field of religion, gender, disability, ethnic origin, class, sector (private, public / civil society) and geographical balance (rural / urban and regional / local community) to expressed opinion and influence of the whole society on the state level. The criterion of choice is based on your potential to make a real change.
Intercultural navigators aim to bring together groups of leaders who can easily 'navigate' within and between different cultures because they are aware of their cultural backgrounds and open enough to accept, respect and understand other cultures.

Tatjana Ristic, a youth worker in PRONI, participated in the first part of training for Intercultural navigatore held in ethno village "Stanišići” in Bijeljina, which lasted for 2 days. The training was held by the British Council under the auspices of UNDP. The training was attended by government officials and representatives of NGOs from Ugljevik, Lopare, Derventa and Bijeljina.

ORGANIZATION BACKGROUND:

OCKI is stationed in a rural area or in the Donji Vodičevo near Novi Grad. Taking into consideration that it is a very young organization, existing less than six years, its capacities are not great, but it is constantly developing and expanding its resources. 

Center currently in its records has 42 members, of which about 30 are active and all are young people.

Past period was a period of affirmation of our organization in the NGO sector and the creation and implementation of youth policy. The results are very good with regard sto OCKI being connected with other organizations in Novi Grad, but also from Prijedor, Kostajnica, Banja Luka, Dvor na Uni (CRO), etc., as well as many other youth organizations from the territory of the Republic of Serbs and B&H through active participation in OSRS - Youth Council of RS (OCKI president is already three years in the Assembly OSRS and is current president of SOM - Advisory Board Youth Chief of Municipality of Novi Grad).

In the previous period OCKI has implemented the following actions and projects:

Implemented a project titled ''Days of creativity” during the 2004, within which we engaged several dozen young people in the creative creation. In the course of this project we established excellent cooperation with the Cultural - Educational Center of Novi Grad, which helped us in implementing certain parts of the project;

On 25th of December of 2004, in cooperation with the Cultural - educational center in Novi Grad, SOM and Youth Partnership Program (POP) from Banja Luka, we organized a concert of young musicians in the tour “WARMING UP THE WINTER 2004! - P.O.P. on TOUR”;

 As a partner of the Association of Citizens “DIA” (member of the Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina), we worked on the project “Creating favorable conditions for the quality life of the young”,  which was successfully implemented during 2005. Within this project, OCKI participated in the execution of workshops and round tables for the youth, as well as setting the table info for young people on the whole territory of the municipality of Novi Grad;

During 2005 we implemented the project ''Strengthening of information and encouraging of the creativity of young people” under which we have informed several hundred young people of our municipality on all essential elements that concern the youth population, mainly through the info newsletter for young people “Lotos” which we issued and which was accepted by young people;

We participated in a series of cultural, sporting, educational and other events, and campaigns of interest to youth;

Through its members to the Advisory Board of Youth Chief municipality of Novi Grad, and the Committee on youth issues in the Municipal Assembly, we also fought for the adoption of the budget for youth and for the popularization of the youth policy at the local level;

We worked on several environmental and humanitarian activities in rural parts of the municipality;

In 2006 we worked as partners with Citizen Association of “DIA” from Novi Grad on implementation of the project ''Strengthening the institutional structures of youth through partnerships with public institutions in the municipality'';

In 2006 we worked on the project “Youth base” which strengthened and stabilized the youth sector in Novi Grad, creating an alternative for many young people who want to actively engage in social processes in their municipality;

In 2007 we worked on the project ''The establishment of youth information center,'' which was co - funded by the Ministry of Family, Youth and Sports of the RS together with the municipality of Novi Grad;

In 2007 we worked on the project ''Support to young people in rural areas'' which was also financed by the Municipality of Novi Grad;

In 2008, we implemented the project ''A computer course for young people'' which was funded by the Ministry for Family, Youth and Sports of the RS and the project ''Support Information Center for Youth'' which was financed by the Municipality of Novi Grad;

In 2009, we conducted a project ''Support to youth sports activities in rural areas'' that was financially supported by the Ministry for Family, Youth and Sports of the RS together with the municipality of Novi Grad;

In 2009 we formed the OMRI network (the Youth Network for Information Exchange), in the whole municipality. This activity was supported by the Organization for security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE). In addition to this activity, prepared and printed was the first informative guide for youth work in Novi Grade called “LearnING workING”, which also had the OSCE financial support;

In 2007 we created and set the first Information web portal for youth: www.ocki-point.info ;

Since 2007, the third consecutive year in cooperation with OSRS, and with financial support from the Ministry of Family, Youth and Sports of the RS we organize free English course for young people held by the Cambridge Center Banja Luka;

In 2009 we helped establish the Youth Club ''Phoenix'' in the municipality of Kostajnica.

OCKI uses one office in the old part of the Municipality of Novi Grad, which is also the info point for young people and is about the size of 20 square meters. The office is properly furnished and equipped, but is not large enough to organize activities. For this purpose, we use the premises of the Municipality, Cultural - Educational Center, schools and other NGOs premises from the area of the municipality, with whom we have good cooperation.
