ACTIVITIES IN MARCH 2010
During the month of March, our office – hCa/ORC Tuzla – has worked on its' regular activities – processing of information in interest to the youth activism and distribution of the same to the youth organizations and members of the mailing list of the Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as editing and distribution of the Monthly bulletin of the Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina and regular update of the web page: www.omladina-bih.net.

On the 10th of March, in Youth Center of Brcko District, we have organized a debate on the subject of "Discrimination of the Youth and National Minorities in the Area of Employment", on which were invited all relevant subjects from all areas of society in Brcko District B&H so that we could, as best as possible, come to the concrete recommendations and propositions for further actions so that we can improve situation of youth and minorities in Brcko District concerning the employment.
We invited the representatives of the Government and Assembly of the Brcko District of B&H, Department of Employment, and Center for Social Work, Syndicate, Association of Employers of Brcko District B&H, Chamber of Commerce of Brcko District B&H, Faculty of Economics, student organizations, youth organizations and citizens.

30 participants were at the debate, mostly media and youth. The debate lasted for two hours. The moderator was Jasmin Jasarevic from PRONI Center for youth development.

This debate was ideal chance for the representatives of the Government in Brcko District B&H to hear the opinion of youth and minorities on this subject, and to start a serious dialogue with them with the goal of solving these problems. But, unfortunately, this chance was missed since the responsible people from the government structure of the Brcko Distrcit did not show up at the debate. As the representatives of the government were not present at the debate, so the youth and minority organizations did not fully recognize the possibilities of this debate, or knowing the situation or maybe out of fear of showing up at the event that does not confirm "the achievements of District" decided not to show up.
Despite those who did not show up, the debate was held with great support from the media, who on this occasion were sufficient in numbers, and also with the participation of partners in the project from Jablanica and Prilep, representatives of the Department of Employment of Brcko and also representatives of some of the youth organizations and officers of Government of Brcko District who showed up at the debate. The debate was also attended by the representatives of the OSCE Brcko and the representative of the Roma national minority in the Assembly of Brcko District B&H, Mr. Avdo Aljic.

The participants of the debate had the chance to ask questions and give their opinion on this subject, on which the panelists as well as other participants of the debate tried to give answers, so that the debate developed and reached its' given goal, that is, the debate offered several possible solutions in the form of conclusions and recommendations.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

1. It is necessary for the Government of Brcko District to put more effort into solving the problems of the youth in Brcko District.

2. Positive discrimination when it comes to employment of the Roma population in Brcko District is needed.

3. The development and use of the informal education for the goal of educating people of Brcko District for certain work places is needed.

4. Coordination of the education system, especially Vocational Education in Brcko DC, with the labor market is needed.

5. Networking of the organizations that gather youth and also the organizations that represent minorities is needed, and, in that form they can present themselves to the government.

6. Develop programs of support to the private sector in youth and national minority employment.

7. Use of creative methods and to persist in seeking rights for young people and minorities.

The public debate in Brcko DC was realized within the project "Regional action against the demilitarization and discrimination". The partners of the project are: Youth club "Pod istim suncem" Jablanica, B&H; Peace action Prilep, FYR Macedonia; Action for peace and non-violence Gnjilane, Kosovo; Multiculture Tetovo, FYR Macedonia; Educational center Krusevac, Serbia; Youth initiative Skopje, FYR Macedonia and "Infosop Skatula" Rijeka, Croatia. The sponsor of the project is Norwegian People's Aid (www.npa.org.rs).
On 26th of March, Miralem Tursinovic represented hCa/ORC Tuzla on the round table in Mostar on the subject of: Reconciliation for the future: Challenges and perspectives for EU integration in the Western Balkans.

The round table was held in the hotel "Bristol", in the organization of Agency of Local Democracy (ALD) Mostar, with the start at 11:00. The round table was attended by the representatives of the international community, representatives of the government, organizations of civil society, media and experts, explorers and analysts whose field of work are the issues of reconciliation in the region.

The round table was held within the project of the same title that is concerned with the issues of reconciliation in the region, as one of the preconditions for the further process of EU integrations of Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia and Croatia.

The main goal of the project is the contribution to the overview of the key aspects of regional dialogue about reconciliation, political, social and economic challenges in realizing cross-border and regional cooperation of the relevant institutions with the goal of reconciliation on one side, and their enhanced coordination on the other side. Within the project are planned three round tables, in Nis, Mostar and Osijek and final regional conferences in Zagreb, with the goal of gathering the representatives of state authorities, civil society, experts and media with the goal of enhancing the dialogue about the reconciliation on regional level, as one of the key preconditions for future process of EU integrations.

From 4th to 7th of March Barcelona was the host for the Anna Lindh Forum of 2010. Barcelona, as the place where the Euro-Mediterranean cooperation and partnership was conceived, hosted this time over 1.000 representatives of the civil society from the 43 countries of Euro-Mediterranean Union.
The importance of this Forum was strengthened by the participation of senior officials, including European Commissioner Stefan Fule and United Nations High Representative for the Alliance of Civilization, Mr. Jorge Sampaio. The Forum was also attended by the President of the Generalitat of Catalonia, Mr. José Montilla, and the Mayor of Barcelona Jordi Hereu.
During the three days of the duration of Forum, the participants had the possibility to exchange ideas, build new partnerships, and define priorities in activities, including the strengthening of educational and mobility programs, as well as the work on the issues of migrations.

Forum in numbers: 43 Euro-Mediterranean countries were present, 1022 registered participants, 588 NGOs, 52 representatives of the international media, 166 project ideas and good practices were presented, 107 stands on the fair, 47 thematic workshops, partnership debates and informative sessions was held.

The B&H was represented on the Forum by the representatives of: ORC/hCa Tuzla, Corridor Sarajevo, and International Centre for Peace Sarajevo (Festival of Sarajevo Winter). Project "Youth Participation"

THE SET-UP OF MODEL AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE YOUTH PARTICIPATION ON PODRINJE REGION IN POLITICAL PROCESSES

Association IPAK-MGB will in the coming period realize a project titled "Youth Participation" – set-up of the model and development of the youth participation in Podrinje region in political processes.

The project is a logical continuation of the activities that have been ran by our organization for six years in the Podrinje region (which is a small sub-region that geographically is consisted of Tuzla, Kalesija, Sapna, Osmaci, Zvornik and surrounding villages). Unlike greater urban areas in which the youth are at least partly involved in social and political life, in these areas the organized form of participation of youth is practically non-existent. Our mission in this area is founded on the fact that the youth of all ethnic groups have same problems and interests, at least in social area: unemployment, bad or non-existent conditions for education, non-existent access to the modern communication systems, neglected by the actual political structures, bad communication between the villages and the cities, conservatism and no prospective as well as the burden of war and post war traumas. With hard work we were able to, over these six years, gather the youth from this area and they are now a part of the unique "Regional Youth Network for Local Development". The purpose of this network is education and active involvement of young people in social, political and economic trends primarily on the local level, and then on regional and other levels.
Our experience shows that this kind of access motivates the youth to active participation in programs, but at the same time that the programs of the participation are few in number and limited by time, without the clear notion and plan of what to do after the project ends.

The project has four stages out of which two are scheduled for before the general elections of 2010 in B&H, and other two are scheduled for after the elections.

In first and second stage, the group out of 30 most active youth, members of the mentioned network from peripheral areas of municipalities of Tuzla, Kalesija, Sapna, Osmaci, Vlasenica, Bratunac and Zvornik will be educated in the area of strategic planning and participation and will define the five strategic goals that will be presented to the representatives of political parties at the mutual conference – as a concrete youth requests in the pre-electoral campaign.

Mutual memorandum will be signed and the representatives of the political parties will be bound on the padding of the requests. Memorandum will be printed as a poster and will be distributed to each of the named municipalities. That completes the first two stages of the project before the elections.

Third and fourth stage are scheduled for after the elections and include further introduction and animation of the public in region with the requests set on the conference (radio and TV – show), the posters are distributed with the signatures of now already elected new representatives of political parties, and the representatives of youth, in their own communities, animate the youth to follow the realization of the set requests. Well-established structures of the youth network will be directly involved in realization of this stage. Programs of newly-elected political structures that accepted youth requests as a personal program responsibility are being monitored, analyzed and checked.

The pressure is put on these political structures, with letters, constant presentation of the memorandum, involvement of youth representatives in the work of the parliament etc.
Detailed presentation of the project will be organized during the beginning of the April in the premises of International Youth Centre IAPK – SHL in Krizevici.

Final stage of education of volunteers within the project "Older Brother – Older Sister" (OBOS) is finished
Fourteen volunteers, students from Tuzla and surrounding places participated in the final stage of education of volunteers, participants of the project "OBOS". Education was held in the AGORA centre in Simin Han. Participants of the education went trough three cycles of workshops on the subject of first contact of child and volunteer, process of socializing, communication volunteer-child in conflict situations.

The goals of the final stage are primarily to bring around what are volunteers living trough on the first contacts – with what expectations, thoughts, emotions and behaviours, revive the fears and expectations of the volunteers from the first contact with the child, revive the ways with which the volunteers can prepare for the first contact with the child, and also importance of non-verbal communication in work with people, relive their own style of behaviour in possible conflict situations with child, familiarize with the instruments that enable the documenting of process of socialization with children, steps in the process of socializing with the child, positive and negative influence of the surrounding to the child and steps that volunteer can take for lowering the influence of negative factors, understanding that being idle is an unhealthy treatment towards yourself and your own time – one of the risks could be the creation of addiction, relive the role of volunteer and think about the activities that volunteers could do with children.
Project "Older Brother – Older Sister" is meant for children that are situated in the children's home or come from materially or socially endangered families, and because of that they have difficult time growing up into a healthy, socially integrated, social and capable of work person.

In this project we connect children of primary school age, between 5 to 12 years old, with one "older sister" or "older brother", that is, with one volunteer or student. During the weekly meetings of the couple, the child develops a trusty, safe and supporting relationship with the volunteer, who in turn for the child represents a positive model of behaviour. Through the friendly relationship with the volunteer, the child adopts socially acceptable behaviours, moral and cultural values, as well as life skills needed for the independent life in the community.

This project in Tuzla is implemented by the partnership organizations IPAK-MGB and AMICA Tuzla in the cooperation with the Centre for Social Welfare Tuzla.

Project "FORum teatART" has been realized

Association "IPAK – Youth Builds Future", an organization that is concerned with the enhancement of youth work in the region and the development of peaceful constructive relationships between the youth, has realized a project titled "FORum teatART" that is supported by the Open Society Fund B&H.

IPAKs' previous experiences, as well as relevant research (social involvement of youth in rural city local communities in B&H), the research of the Centre for Development Policy, Sarajevo 2006, shows that the youth in peripheral regions have a hard time involving with the general social processes, far more hard time than their peers in urban centers. The reason for this is the lack of adequate forms and institutions which could enable the space and support for the activities of the youth, and besides that actual problems in everyday life on various levels and forms of behaviour (interethnic stereotypes, political dilentaticy, provincial mentality etc.). IPAK's International Youth Centre (Krizevici, Zvornik) is one of the rare adequate institutions in less developed areas, fully equipped for informal educational work with youth, implementation of new ideas (like the method of Forum theater), development and enhancement of relationship of youth from different areas and informal education of youth leaders.
Foundation of every theater show via the method of forum theater is the accent of dialogue nature of human relationships: relationship between man and woman, race, family, groups and nations, youth, pupils, students, dialogue in the relationships has to have priority. On this way a great space for reintegration is opened for the communities of youth over the borders of ethnic collectives, cognitive protection. In public, this work has shown itself as a effective method of social inclusion of youth. Last planned show was in Doboj. The youth organization CORNO has hosted a group of young people of Forum theatre on 18 of March. Together with the peers from Youth Club Doboj, Forum theatre has successfully preformed the show and by doing so ended the last activity predicted by the project.
Having in mind that the youth were the creators of this project, with the help of the project team they have realized activities and contents of shows of "FORUM THEATart", IPAK is planning, for the next period, to try and secure the continuity of the good practice of forum theater and work on enhancement of named activities.

Contact point for the program "Youth in Action" in 2010

Association IPAK – MGB will, this year again, act within the Contact point for program "Youth in Action" of the European Commission.
Program "Youth in Action" is the biggest program intended for the youth of the entire Europe that will be realized from 1 January 2007 until 31 December of 2013. Entire budget of program is 885 million of Euros.

This program is the successor of YOUTH program (2000 – 2006). Program "Youth in Action" is in great measure contributing to the gaining of abilities and that is why it represents a key instrument in giving chance to the youth in means of informal and informative study with European dimension.

Program "Youth in Action" encourages engagement of youth with less opportunities and it gathers youth in the age of 13 to 30. "Youth in Action" offers the possibility for youth to achieve mobility and actively participate in the building of Europe. The goal is to contribute to the building of "Europe of knowledge" and create a European arena for cooperation on the development of youth policy, on the basis of informal education.
Within the activities of the contact point the goal is the promotion of program as well as the possibilities and the process of application of projects within the program, to all interested organizations and other subjects that are concerned with the issues of youth in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

In the next period IPAK will organize few trainings for writing a project within the program. Trainings will be for every interested organizations, institutions and other subjects that are concerned with the issues of youth. 

Trainings will be realized in few of the cities of Bosnia and Herzegovina. More about this in the forthcoming period.

Activities in March

Law on Youth of Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina has been adopted

On 11 of March this year, House of Peoples of the Parliament of FB&H has adopted the Law on Youth of FB&H, the action that verified the solution that was adopted on 16 of February in The House of Representatives. Youth in Federation have finally gained a legal frame that will arrange the area of their organizing, bind the executive organs of the government to the strategies of the development of youth, actualize informal education of the youth, initiate youth entrepreneurship and multiply contribute to the involvement of youth in social life. The House of Representatives of the PSFB&H needs also to confirm the adopted amendments of the Government of FB&H. Special contribution to the adopting of the Law in the House of Peoples gave youth parliament members Mrs. indira Karovic, Mr. Kenan Keserovic, Mr. Sasa Magazinovic, Mr. Bojan Nosnjak and Mr. Jasmin Duvnjak. Special thanks goes also to the Vice Chairman of the House of Peoples, Mr. Besim Imamovic, who recognized the importance of adopting of this legal solution. In the end, we can state that our effort over these years – participation in the development of the text of this Law, initiating the support of public, promotion of the Law, conduction of public debates and lobbying for the adoption of the law – has paid off.

Association KULT would like to thank all of the organizations, institutions and levels of government who gave their full support to the adoption of the Law on Youth of FB&H.

Youth leaders apply gained education for their projects

On 7. and 8. of March was held a penultimate workshop of the fourth generation of youth leaders on the subject of "Fundraising and Lobbying for the Authorities". During two days the participants had a chance to get familiar with the terms of fundraising, various access funds, defining of the problem and workout of the logic framework, SWOT analysis, elements and techniques of marketing success and planning of promotion of the project. Participants of the training had trough simulation and work in groups worked on the construction of the project proposal, lobbying and presenting to the donors. 

Currently, the participants of the training of UMiD are working on the preparation of individual projects for which they have funds of KULT. Until the end of April, six projects concerning the problems and needs of youth in the area of Ilidza and East Sarajevo will be implemented. In this way, the youth have gained an opportunity to practically implement gained education through different team roles in the project. More about these projects you can read in the next issue of the monthly ORC bulletin.

Project "Participation of Youth in Strategic Development of Local Communities" 
On Wednesday, 17. of March, an agreement on cooperation on the project has been signed between the Association KULT, Municipality of Vogosca and youth association AWO Domovinska basta – Youth Centre FUTURE, the first in a series of agreements that the KULT will sign with partner municipalities chosen on the basis of applications from the Public course made in February. The signing of agreement with other partner municipalities will be completed during the beginning of the April. Besides the Municipality of Vogosca, for the partners were chosen following municipalities: Centre Sarajevo, New Sarajevo, Foca, Doboj, Tesanj, Kozarska Dubica, Gradacac, Gracanica and East Ilidza. Immediatly after the signing of the agreement, the traingin starts for UMiD youth leaders, participants that have been delegated by the municipalities, and the activities on the development/implementation of local strategies for youth.
Teeming in BEEHIVE

Project BEEHIVE – strengthening of the youth female leaders is going on at full steam. In March, we signed Agreements on cooperation with all 12 municipalities. Public invitation for girls has been distributed to all organizations from chosen local communities. We are currently choosing the participants. First workshops will be held in mid-April.

Currently you can find there a temporary page, that is the description of the project, and from mid-April the web page should be in its' complete form. Together in the poster campaign
Association KULT, as an active member of the Youth Network of B&H, has participated in the poster campaign that was organized by the Citizen Forum of Tuzla. For this activity we have engaged 5 volunteers that have received 20 posters each. Each of them had their own region, that is to say municipality in which he/she pasted the posters. The posters were pasted on frequent places in all municipalities of Sarajevo (Ilidza, Novi Grad, Novo Sarajevo, Stari Grad and Centar) on the set date, 20. of March.

In SPAJALICA a counseling for youth has been held. Psychological counseling is the process of psychological strengthening of the person that is faced with the difficulties with which the person has a hard time dealing alone. It is conducted with the goal of progressively overcoming the problem and achieving greater life pleasure.

Youth strategy of Municipality of Ilidza

Municipality of Ilidza has adopted the document of Youth strategy for the second time. Association KULT was member of the workgroup of Active participation of youth on the basis of who's report and proposition of activities the Youth strategy was written. Meeting of the Municipal Council was scheduled for the 15. of April and one of the points of agenda is the Youth strategy.

Action "Say NO to the plastic bag"

In the World, the plastic bags are one of the greatest pollutants of the environment.

Since the use of plastic bags and packaging is one of the greatest ecological problems, Municipality of Lopare starts from the month of April the action "Say NO to the plastic bag".

The action of Municipality of Lopare and the Foundation for the Protection of Environment of Republic of Srpska was joined by the NGOs "Eko-Leonardo" Priboj, EPD "Risovac" Lopare and "Viva Natura" Busije- Majevica. Because of this, at the beginning of this year a meeting was held by the Mayor of the Municipality and his co-workers with the owners of trade, catering, service, bakery and other buildings concerning the stop of use of plastic bags starting on April 2010 in the area of Municipality of Lopare.
Plastic bags will be out of use in all Lopare shops, bakeries and other cartering-selling objects at the beginning of the April it was aranged on the meeting.

Main goal is the maintaining of healthy environment. This campaign has a clear direction and goal: limit the harmful influence of the plastic bags on the environment and the use of alternatives. By this way, we are expecting to diminish the use of plastic bags, by promoting the alternative solutions. The foundation of the action against the plastic bags is not the forcing of the paper packaging but the use of cloth bags and baskets.

Municipality of Lopare will ensure 15 thousand paper bags that will be distributed to the citizens at the beginning of the action.

We are already used to come back from the shops or markets with a lot of plastic bags, that end up in the trash cans, containers, but also on the streets, sidewalks, rivers, forests and fields.

We agree that we cannot all of a sudden use paper bags or cloth bags, but it is certainly needed to as individuals gradually wean fro mthe use of plastic bags. We will in parallel work on enhancement and development of a communal hygiene and discipline, and special containers will be set for pet-packaging.
We are all together responsible for clean environment protection and healthy living environment. Because of that we have decided to start the action that besides the stopping of the use of plastic bags also has the effect of raising the ecological awareness of the citizens about this problem and importance of the protection of environment.

In mid-April in the month of cleanliness, Municipality of Lopare, together with it's citizens, NGOs and international organizations (CISP) will start the action of cleaning the shore and riverbeds of rivers Gnjice and Janje.

22 March, World Day of Waters

Members of the NGO "EKO – Leonardo" from Priboj, with the ECO section of the primary school "Veljko Cubrilovic" with the appropriate program have marked the 22 of March, World Day of Waters in the period from 19 to 22 of March, and the action of cleaning of the riverbed of river Janje, and it's estuaries and Lakes will last for two months.

It was planned to afforest the devastated ground, with seedlings of Hardwood and Softwood as well as the arrangement of the landscape architecture in the zone of ECO Camp Majevica.

In the night from 18 to 19 of March, for the fifth time Young European Federalist – JEF have in 125 cities across the Europe, Asia and North America organized "FREE BELARUS" action. The action was participated by the "Young European Federalists" from Derventa (representative Dragan Markelic), and Youth Group of Helsinki Committee from Sarajevo /representative Naida Softic). Action was implemented in a form of activists going out on the streets, and gagged statues as a symbol of violation of freedom of speech in Belarus, and so calling to European Union to sanction the regime of Aleksandar Lukasenko. Be reminded that head of Belarus for 16 years (since the elections of 1994) is Aleksandar Lukasenko. In October of 2004 he has organized a referendum in which it was voted for the elimination of a limited number of seats. On the elections on 19 of March 2006 (the day when the action "FREE BELARUS" is implemented) he yet again regained the seat in the government negating the estimation of the mission of OEBS, that has confirmd that the standards of democratic elections were not fulfilled. "Round table was organized at the last moment, with what we wanted to point out what kind of relationship the government has towards the organizations of civil society, especially concerning the youth, and associations that gather sick people", stated Jasmin Jasarevic, General Manager of PRONI.
On the meeting was arranged for the NGOs that attended the round table to jointly act towards the Governemnt of Brcko DC for getting of the certain funds from budget for this year and premises for certain organizations that are active in this area.

ACTION OF THE REMOVAL OF GRAFFITI FROM YOUTH CENTRE

Project Strengthening of the Local Democracy - LOD project implemented by UNDP 
"Education of young people about sexual health" is implemented under the project "Strengthening of the Local Democracy - LOD" that is financed by the European Union. LOD project is implemented by the Development Program (UNDP) of United Nations in Bosnia. Education of youth through the project started to be implemented in three high schools in Zenica; Grammar School, Mixed Middle School and Vocational Industrial School.

Workshops are conducted in the early grades of secondary schools listed. In each class will be held two hours of workshops on three topics namely: adolescence, humanization of the relationship between gender and education of young people about sexual health. At the workshops students are currently showing great interest in these topics which help them grow healthy and mature.

Through this project is done the preparation of printed educational promotional materials on the basis of the default theme by the financiers of the project to approach young people on this issue.

We have held first out of three seminars included in the project in Mixed Middle School in Zenica. The seminar was attended by professors, principal, educators and assistant principal. Seminar was held on 27.03.2010 in hotel "Zenica" in the period from 09:00 to 13:15. The participants were satisfied with the seminar and their praise was expressed in the evaluation sheet at the end of the seminar.

Raising awareness about the need for prevention of sexual health in young population through the media: Radio broadcasts and TV shows.

The project "Strengthening of juvenile rights” in B&H. The objective of the activity is achieving profit in terms of prevention of juvenile delinquency. Point students to make the proper techniques of communication and nonviolent conflict resolution, and point out to parents the causes and consequences of juvenile delinquency with the guidelines to adequate action if a problem occurs.

In cooperation with the Social Center from Zenica we included in our sections the children who are recommended by the Center for Social Work in Zenica. They were included in the music section of guitar, piano and accordion, computer course, and recreational swimming section. This project has ended at the end of the month and according to the reports and results of the named project we can notice that the important results have been achieved.

For April of 2010 we have planned the realization of regular activities with two new projects:

Printing of promotional materials for the project "Education of young people about sexual health."
