ACTIVITIES IN APRIL 2010
Besides project activities on the month of April, our office – hCa/ORC Tuzla has worked on regular activities – processing of interesting information for youth activism and distribution of the same towards the youth organizations and members of the mailing list of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as editing and distribution of Monthly bulletin of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina and regular update of the web page: www.omladina-bih.net.

During the April we have also worked on assessment of the success of projects we have been working on in the previous period, as well as on the preparations for the reports.
ORC Tuzla has, on 23 of April, organized a debate in Tuzla on the subject of "Discrimination of youth and national minorities in the area of education". We called on the debate all relevant subjects from all areas of society in Tuzla, so that we could in the best way come to the concrete recommendations and propositions for further actions, and so that the situation in Tuzla in which youth and minorities feel discriminated relating to the educational processes and systems of education could be improved. The debate was attended by the panelists:

Miralem Tursinovic – Director of ORC Tuzla

Prof. Dr. Nedzad Ibrahimovic – Professor on the Filozofski fakultet, University of Tuzla

Prof. Fikret Vrtagic – representative of the Ministry of Education, Science, Culture and Sport in the government of the Tuzla Canton.

The voice of youth, national minorities and citizens of Tuzla were stated by the representatives of educational institutions, city government of Tuzla, student organizations, youth organizations, political parties as well as the numerous pupils and students from Tuzla.

Debate lasted for two hours and the moderator was Jasmin Jasarevic from PRONI Centre for youth development Brcko DC.

This debate was the ideal chance for the representatives of government and institutions to hear the opinions of youth and minorities on this subject, and to start serious dialogue with them with the goal of solving these problems. Unfortunately, some of them missed this chance, taking into consideration that the debate was not attended by the most responsible people from educational structures like Educational - Pedagogical Institute of Tuzla Canton.
The debate was attended by only one representative of Ministry, professor Fikret Vrtagic, who took active participation and at the very beginning stated the stance of Ministry that the discrimination in educational system of Tuzla Canton does not exist in such way and such range. But, by the end of the debate he got few argument cases of discrimination, so he proposed the way for their solution (writing to the Ministry). It is quite likely that the very conclusions, recommendations as well as stated examples of discriminatory behavior stated on this debate will become "dead letters", as far as Ministry is concerned.

On the other hand, youth and representatives of the organizations of civil society have taken active participation in the debate, and they have just confirmed the propositions and findings of the very research and analysis of research that call on concrete actions and which show that the youth are not the problem in B&H society, but that the youth just like national minorities have become victims of discrimination because they are weak, that is to say powerless and are unable to organize themselves and resist to those who are conducting discrimination on them.

The debate went by in a very dramatic atmosphere with great number of propositions and examples of discriminations that were, mainly by youth, experienced by themselves and by that way we came to the final conclusions and prepositions which are the results of this debate and which can serve as a basis for further actions in the field of involvement of youth and national minorities in the educational system of Tuzla Canton.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Discrimination of youth and national minorities in Tuzla Canton is mainly existing in higher and secondary educational institutions;

2. Positive discrimination is needed when the Roma children are enrolling in the institutions of higher education of Tuzla Canton, to encourage the schooling of this population;

3. It is necessary to involve differences in the educational system, in a way that those persons could be actually involved, that is so that system starts to adjust to them, no they to the system;

4. To implement a reform of the educational system in Tuzla Canton, which is actually inherited from the previous system, and in that way to exclude politics from the creation of the curriculums:
5. To organize and react in the cases when the discrimination is detected and to promptly report it to the authorities as well as the public via media;

6. To install more frequent visits of inspectors to the schools;

7. To increase funds for the acquisition of teaching aids and to rationalize expenses for the representation and various solemnities that are financed from the budget for education in Tuzla Canton;

8. To improve the efficiency of work of Ministry trough timely responses on letters/requests which are sent to the Ministry by the organizations or pupils/students;

9. To include the education about discrimination in the educational system of Tuzla Canton;

10. For the Ministry to seriously consider the statements and recommendations from this debate.

PLANNED ACTIVITIES IN THE APRIL OF 2010

Continuation of work of hCa/ORC Tuzla on the regular distribution of information towards the youth organizations in Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as the editing and the distribution of the Monthly bulletin of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina;

Preparations for the organization of the second training for trainers, within the "Yes, you(th) can", supported by "The Balkan trust for democracy". The training will be held at the end of the month, and it will be participated by 25 young people – representatives of the youth organizations members of the Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina. In the following period, after we define exact time and place, we will send the invitations.
We will participate at the meeting of partners within the regional action against discrimination in Ohrid, FYR Macedonia, from 27 to 30 May. On the meeting we will evaluate previous activities within the regional project.

Preparations for the continuation of the coordination of B&H network within the Anna Lindh Foundation.

Association of youth Brcko DC B&H is realizing the project "101 reason why to vote for woman" in Brcko, whose purpose is to increase the number of elected women on the following elections and to change the awareness about the position and role of woman in B&H society.

13 B&H organizations in 36 cities and 105 rural areas of B&H, thanks to the support of Swiss office for cooperation and Switzerland Embassy in the amount of 350 000 KM and Foundation Heinrich Boll, will have the chance from April until the end of October 2010 to show to the B&H public what are the advantages of involving the women in the political life and also the consequences of their exclusion from making the decisions for society, and for women themselves.
The preparations for the project of Strengthening of the role of women "101 REASON WHY TO VOTE FOR A WOMAN" which will in unique and original way bring the attention of the whole B&H public on the unequal treatment that women from B&H have in political life of the state, are lasting from mid March.

The year when the general elections are being held is ideal for media and public pointing of the fact that even though by the Constitution of B&H and all relevant laws men and women in B&H have equal rights for the participation in political and public life, in the reality it is not being realized.

Women have become very passive in the democratic processes of this country. Very small amount of citizens know that the women constitute 52% of the voting body. Even a smaller amount knows the fact that their number in the government institutions such as commissions, ministries, various political bodies that the B&H is full of is even smaller than it is regulated by the law. On the pre-electoral lists women candidates are in traces, and media reports about them are non-existent. That's why 13 B&H organizations headed by the TPO Foundation, INFOHOUSE Association and CURE Foundation during seven and a half months conduct until now the biggest campaign via media and educations for the awareness of the public about the importance of voting for women and imperative for women themselves to start voting for women.
Thanks to our partners Medica Zenica, Women's Forum Bratunac, Vesta Tuzla, Youth Association BD Brcko, Lara Bijeljina, Women's Association Banja Luka, Glas zene Bihac, CA Grahovo Bosansko Grahovo, Li-Woman Livno and Zena B&H Mostar the campaign will cover more than 20 000 square miles of the country, tens of media companies, around 20 000 users.

And even 101 celebrities who will give their opinions on 1 question that waits on it's answer since the first democratic elections: WHY TO VOTE FOR WOMAN?

April will be dedicated to the gathering of the statements of 101 celebrity, finalizing the promotional material and starting of the media campaign on the state level! In May and June great number of educational workshops will be held, on which we will cover around 3000 direct users, who will learn about the importance of citizens activism and their rights, that by the Constitution of B&H belong to every citizen of any gender and ethnicity. Also from more than 130 communities the media campaign will be continued (tv and radio jingles, guests, problematizing the goal of the campaign in shows, recording and releasing of the first video...) and pointing with public happening – declaration of the best out of 101 reasons why to vote, given by the celebrities from B&H.

EDUCATION

We have successfully completed the 7th cycle of our local course "Basics of youth work", only the collection of portfolios / narrative and financial reports from the attendants has remained.

On the day of 15. April 2010 in our premises in Doboj a meeting was held on the subject of "It is crisis, increase the investments in youth", organized by the Project for youth of GTZ, headed by Mr. Nedim Sinanovic. The meeting was attended by the youth and representatives of the NGO sector from Doboj. The work was on the presentation of the study, that has a goal to indicate on the position of the youth and to recommend the best means, measures and goals about the enhancement of the conditions for the development of youth. Proposed measures also can help to enhance the overall situation on economic and social plan. Presentation and the discussion was about the areas like: work with youth and consulting work, creative activities of youth and youth tourism, free time of the youth, sport and culture, active participation of youth in public life, informing, development of civil society and volunteer work.
On the day of 22. April 2010 in Congress hall of Hotel "Zenica" in Zenica, a Public debate was held on the subject of "Getting close to EU – Economy and employment". The debate was organized by the Association Vesta from Tuzla, under the sponsorship of the Office of European Union Special Representative (EUSR) and with the support of the local organizations. The keynote speakers were the EU Special Representative Valentin Inzko and the ambassador of Germany in B&H, Joachim Schmidt. The participants of the debate were cantonal and municipal officials, businessmen, academic citizens, social workers, young activists from Zenica and from Zenica – Doboj Canton. What the keynote speakers gave the most emphasis to was the "EUSR support to B&H in the process of integration in EU" and "The advantages of the membership in EU for local communities".

On the days of 06., 07. and 08. April 2010 on Jahorina was held a meeting of three organizations (PRONI, CEM and CORNO), where it was negotiated further cooperation of these three organizations; three work groups were made that will deal with following areas : fundraising, PAOR and lobbying);

YOUTH OF FB&H FINALLY HAVE THEIR LAW!

The Representatives House of Parliament of FB&H has on 28. of April confirmed the text of Law on Youth FB&H that was earlier adopted in the House of Peoples in different form because of the subsequently submitted amendments of the Government of FB&H. Youth in Federation, finally and officially, have the law that clearly determines their rights and obligations. Now it is on the youth to invest their maximum so that they can use all the opportunities that the Law offers them.
Association KULT congratulates to all the youth people in Federation the adoption of this very important legal solution.

BEEHIVE – STRENGTHENING OF THE YOUTH FEMALE LEADERS IN YOUTH ORGANIZATIONS

The month of April in BEEHIVE was marked by the first conference about this project that was held in the multi-functional hall of the Municipality of Ilidza. The goal of the conference was to represent the project, and to inform the public with the organizational implementors, partner municipalities and institutions that supported the project. The project was presented in one consisted way, trough short presentation of the coordinator of the project Belma Giljo, and trough converting of the representatives of the named organizations and institutions.
In mid-April, on 17. and 18., the realization of the first workshops of the project BEEHIVE – the program of strengthening of the youth female leaders in the youth organizations started. The first workshop consists of module and training and it is titled: "Volunteerism, civil society and youth activism". The workshops were held on the weekend in the period from 10 o'clock to 16 o'clock. By the end of the month the chance of being informed about the stated thematic had the Municipalities of: Ilidza, Vlasenica, East Ilidza and Prijedor. On these initial workshops was chosen 18 girls that will continue to attend the rest of the program of this project. In the next month we will continue with the realization of the first workshops in the remaining 8 partner municipalities.

KULT SIGNED AGREEMENT PLUS

In the premises of the Centre for Youth SPAJALICA, on 15. of April KULT has signed the charter of the Network "Agreement Plus", with 39 more NGOs that act within the Sarajevo Canton. With this it is achieved that all NGOs act singular towards the Government of the Sarajevo Canton about all the issues related to the joint cooperation and dialogue. The Network stays open for all the organizations that express the readiness for joint work in creating policies. Informal network "Agreement Plus" – Sarajevo Canton was founded as a way of joint appearance of NGO sector towards the Government of the Sarajevo Canton about all the issues related to the inter-sector cooperation and dialogue.

THE SCHOOL OF FRIENDSHIP

The School of Friendship will from this month for each month had a theme that will be processed in detail during the month. Theme for the month of April were the children's rights, and the planned theme for May is music. The processing of the team involved imagination and creativity of the children in coming up with the rights that would they want, and remembering existing rights, and also informing about the rights that mark them and that they do not know about. The mark of this significant theme was also left in SPAJALICA in the means of painted children's hands with written children's right under each of the imprint on the boards of different colours, which will be a long term decoration for the centre. Successfully completed month was celebrated by joint making of the fruit salad. In the next month we expect a cheerful atmosphere with sweet sounds and until now unseen musical instruments, but about that next time.
PROJECTS OF YOUTH LEADER OF TRAINING UMiD
PROJECT BUMiD IS COMPLETED

With attending the training Little UMID, 22 attendees of 7th and 8th elementary school grade, have met with the area tightly connected with everyday life, acting within the society and volunteerism, specifically processing those that cannot be heard in everyday class units, themes that contribute to the development of communication of youth, and development of their personality. The workshops were devised so that it is possible trough game, different discussions and ideas to come to the joint goal of the workshop and conclusion of the theme. By socializing with their peers they gain new friendships, and in informal way they learn about the themes adjusted to their age. We are aware that most of the youth spends their free time by watching TV, or by using the computer.
Youth do not take responsibilities for the happenings in their community. They are passive, watching everything that is happening around them, and they are not active enough nor interested for the wellness of their community. With this project we offer a chance to the youth to use their free time in the best possible way. After the completed training, the youth will be able to transfer gained knowledge to their peers, and by doing so to enrich the out of school activities and school activities with new ideas. Within the training five workshops were held: Human Rights, Gender, Team Work, Solving of Conflicts and Involving of Youth in Local Community. Youth on those five one-day workshops were able to on an interactive way, with lots of communication and practical exercises, to go trough stated themes. Trough the project, attendees had the goal to figure out a flyer that will promote volunteerism, training Little UMID, and KULT and SPAJALICA. The goal was successfully done, and flyers were distributed in order.

One training of Little UMID lasts for two months, and workshops are held once per week which represents 6 workshops during the training.

In the first part of the project (the training of the first group) were involved several elementary schools from Ilidza. In the second part, planned for the period of May – June, we will involve schools of the Municipality of East Sarajevo. All interested pupils of 7th and 8th grades, from the are of theat Municipality, are welcomed to the second cycle of this training.
APRIL FOOL'S DAY IN SPAJALICA

"A conversation between the two pupils in school. One of them says: "Dude, my parents went on a vacation, now I have an empty house!". The second one replies: "Lucky you, now you can study aloud!" " – was just one of the jokes that the people of Municipality of Ilidza were laughing at on the 9th of April.
Jokes posted on the frequent places invited the children to visit SPAJALICA and hang out with their peers. With this was marked the beginning of the project "April in SPAJALICA" that was conducted by the participants of the training UMID, with the support of the Association KULT and Youth Centre SPAJALICA. "April in SPAJALICA" was the idea that was created by the observed need for additional socializing and exchange of experiences of youth trough laughter, jokes, games and good vibrations. Also, the goal was for April as a month of jokes to be started traditionally celebrated in the Youth Centre with the attempt to at least partially conjure the positive spirit of SPAJALICA to the coming generations. On the 11. of April, Youth Centre was filled with children hubbub, "chat" of youth and joint laughter.
NETWORKED VOLUNTEERS FROM NINE ORGANIZATIONS OF THE NETWORK OF VOLUNTEER JOURNAL™

21., 22. and 23. of April were the days of active work of the team of attendees of the training UMID who in the premises of SPAJALICA realized the project "NETWORK YOURSLEF!".

The main goal of this project was to inform and strengthen youth from nine NGOs members of the Network of Volunteer Journal™ building and enhancing the relations between them. Participants were informed about the goals of Network, they proposed on what way and in what direction should the development of the Network go, and the importance of Volunteer Journal in the area of verifying the volunteer work. Attendees of the training also transferred their knowledge and experiences gained during the training of UMID, and held workshops with volunteers on the subjects: citizen activism and volunteerism, communication, team work.

First concrete action is the arrangement to in future via web page members of the Network inform about activities of other associations by sending the articles about conducted activities.

For the youth to participate in the project "PIN-GFK" (education of youth leaders in the area of nonviolent solutions of conflicts and team work)

"People seek peace, and peace seeks people..."

Project "PIN-GFK" is financially supported by the Institute for Foreign Affairs (Institut für Auslands-beziehungen e.V.) from Germany. Project is implemented by the Association IPAK – Youth builds the future, and it will last from April to December 2010.

Project "PIN-GFK" is meant for active young people from the area of North-East B&H (municipalities of: Tuzla, Zvornik, Sapna, Kalesija, Osmaci, Bratunac, Sekovici, Milici, Vlasenica and Bijeljina). The goal of the project is the education of young activists so that they could gain knowledge and skills that will help them to approach conflicts constructively and solve them with continuation in the nonviolent way.
In the project was planned the participation of 40 young people that will go trough serial of entirely ten two-day workshops on the subjects of: types of violence, prejudices, stereotypes and discrimination, understanding of the conflict, identity and ethno-national identity, facing the past, building of peace, role of gender in society, team work and joint decision making.

Target group for the training are students, young activists members of the Association and youth organizations from the area of mentioned municipalities in B&H. Project includes part of the youth that does not remember the war and were not subjected to the direct violence and part of the youth that have immediate war experience. Connection of the younger participants with the war happenings and ethnic conflicts has a symbolic/intermediate character. They meet the past trough the "interpretations" of various subjects (family, school, media etc.). At the same time, these young people are the part of the global world, aware of the happenings in global surroundings. They know that symbolical practices cannot be basis for real life, for economic, social and cultural advancement. That is why they are in permanent dilemma that culminates conflict with members of other ethnic groups. However, conflicts are created between the youth that have "lived to see" the war and those that have not seen the war. While the first talk and potentiate the question of "real truth" about the past, other initiate this thematic as a basis for discussion about "identities". That's why the training should be in three stages. First stage would include older youth with immediate war experience (4 trainings), second one the younger youth (4 trainings). In the third stage both groups of youth would work together (2 trainings). From the participants is expected to repeat the trainings in their local communities, and to implement gained knowledge.

In Derventa was held a tribune on the subject of: "What are the important challenges of interreligious dialogue for future?"

In Tuesday, 13. of April at 19 o'clock, pax christi Aachen with the office in Derventa has organized second meeting of the representatives of religious communities in Derventa. Public tribune under the title: "What are the important challenges of interreligious dialogue for future?" was held in the Centre for Culture in Derventa, and the invitations were answered by the representatives of all four religious communities that are present in our country and in region: Secretary of the Jewish municipality Doboj, Dario Atijas; Protojerej Radojica Cvetkovic from Derventa; Siffet-effendi Handzic from Derventa and Vicar Filip Marsic from Derventa.
After the welcoming by the organizer Michele  Parente, where it was mentioned that the representatives had kept their word from the first meeting held last year, when they promised that they will meet again around the same table, and introductory word from the moderator Svetlana Snezana Seselija from Doboj, representatives gave their best in trying to explain what does the term "interreligious dialogue" from their perspective – according to each religion respectively – represents.
Imperative theme was consisted of two parts: understanding of interreligious dialogue as it is, and challenge for the future.

Between the representatives i.e. members of the different religions, interreligious dialogue is the term for intentional, equal exchange of opinions with mutual respect, but also critic, for meeting and cooperation in everyday life.

According to the statement of D. Atijasa, the dialogue is viewed as a conversation between two persons or two groups, and as it is it is the life need of the people, and F. Marsic says that it is also "extremely important dialogue with God, because when we establish dialogue with God, then the same is possible with all people". In re4lation to the differences that exist amongst people, D Atijas says that the "difference is the characteristic of every form of life on Earth and there are not even two same snow flakes", according to the opinion of R. Cetkovic "all religions lead to peace, only with different words", and S. Handzic thinks that "each community needs to get to know the other one, because what is unknown, we are afraid of that".
One of the biggest challenges of interreligious dialogue is considered the facing with the truth, and within that context vcr. Marisic has mentioned the crime against Serbs in Cardak, where he said: "I am ashamed with what have my people done in Cardak", on what thee protojerej Cetkovic answered that he is astonished with this statement, that it is the first time that he hears something like this, but also that he thinks that it was not done by the believers, but godless hands.

Interesting was the discussion about how are the steps that are being made little or big. While some think that the people are too weak to change anything in today's world, we can make just small steps, while others think that without little steps there are no big steps.

Reaction of the public besides everything else was that it is encouraging that the religious leaders have gathered and that it is a great responsibility on the mayor group when it comes to establishing dialogue, and expressed was the readiness to start the work of commission for religious issues in front of Assembly of the Municipality of Derventa.
