ACTIVITIES IN JUNE 2010
During the month of June hCa/ORC Tuzla has worked on regular activities – processing of interesting information for youth activism and distribution of the same towards the youth organizations and members of the mailing list of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as editing and distribution of Monthly bulletin of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina and regular update of the web page: www.omladina-bih.net.

During the May we have also worked on assessment of the success of projects we have been working on in the previous period, as well as on the preparations for the reports.
Within the realized cooperation with Fondazione Mediterraneo – Napoli, Italy, on this years' Napoli Film Festival also participated short films from B&H: "SAM" – written and directed by Zoran Radonjic and "Kad porastem – bicu dijete" (When I grow up – I want to be a child) – short documentary film made by the students of Technical School Brcko, under the guidance of the professor Nusreta Dzinic. The films were showed within the section "Balcani con vista".

This section of the Napoli Film Festival was created after the meeting between ALF Networks from Balkans and Italy, organized in Napoli, in February this year. The meeting resulted in many propositions for cooperation, in which was the creation of partner relations with Napoli Film Festival. On the meeting in Napoli Mario Violini, art director of the Festival, suggested the participation of Balkan short movies in the festival. National representatives of the ALF Networks proposed for this year’s festival short films from: Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Slovenia and Hungary.
Unfortunately, the two representatives from B&H for the jury of this years' Festival: Sabina Pastrocki – IMIC, Mostar and Branislav Djakovic Mostar Youth Theatre, because of lack of funds did not go to Napoli. We hope that next year we will not have these kinds of problems.

PIN-GFK (Education of youth in the area of non-violent elaboration of conflict and team work)

"People seek peace, and peace seeks people..."
Active youth from the area of Municipality of Tuzla and area of Podrinje region had a chance to go trough the education and gain knowledge and skills that will help them in approaching conflicts constructively, and to solve them in non-violent way. Training for youth was held in Krizevici, near Zvornik in International Youth Centre IPAK-SHL, on 18. and 19. of June this year.

Thanks to the organization IPAK-MGB 40 young people will go trough a serial of ten two-day workshops on the subject of: types of violence, prejudices, stereotypes and discrimination, understanding of conflicts, identity and ethno-national identity, facing the past, building of peace, role of genders in society, team work and joint decision making. Aim group for the trainings are students, youth activists members of associations and youth organizations from the area of named municipalities in B&H. In the first serial of training, 17 young people participated.

Project encompasses part of youth that don't remember the war or were not exposed to direct violence and part of youth that had immediate war experience.
IPAK-MGB prepares this education within the project PIN-GFK, which is one of the activities that IPAK-MGB implements with the aim of building peace in parts of B&H that have suffered the most during the war. Project PIN-GFK was financially supoported by the Institute for Foreign Relations (Institut für Auslands-beziehungen e.V.) from Germany.

Kids and volunteers from the Network Older brother, Older sister on Kid's Festival

Over 140 volunteers and children from Sarajevo, Zenica, Mostar and Tuzla has visited one day at the Kid's Festival. Besides extremely sunny and warm day, little ones together with their older brothers and sisters had participated in various activities that were meant for them on that day.

Kids and volunteers with their guides had the chance to meet peers from other cities, and to see that there are older, and younger brothers and sisters in other parts of B&H. Participants were guided trough this activity by the members of NARKO-NE team.

The kids had the opportunity to participate in some out of 17 workshops that the Kid's festival offered. "This is a really great day for me, I did not know that there is so many of us children with blue caps" – are the words of a boy from Tuzla.

The organizer of visits of all organizations to the Kid's festival was the Network Older brother, older sister B&H, which with the goal to gather children in one place and enable them to travel, meeting trough game and fun, has chosen this manifestation.

Organizations that are conducting the project – Older brother, older sister, had the chance to join this happening. Those are HKO "Kruh sv. Ante" and CO "NAKRO NR" from Sarajevo, SOS Kinderdorf – Family centre Mostar, CO "Medica" from Zenica, and IPAK – MGB abd Amica Tuzla from Tuzla. Unfortunately, D.C "Nove nade" from Foca and "Nove generacije" from Banja Luka , weren't able to join us this time.
YOUTH PARTICIPATION

Young activists, members of the Regional Youth Network for Local Development had the chance to participate in the two-day long workshop on the subject of political participation and strategic planning. The workshop was held in IOC IPAK – SHL in the beginning of June.

The goal of the workshop was for youth to gain knowledge about methods of participation of citizens as a democratic mechanism with which the civil society communicates with government, implementation of methods of advocacy, pressure and participation, as well as knowledge about methods of strategic planning and means of development of map of strategic priorities of youth policy in municipalities and the list of concrete requirements for the representatives of political parties and to see the ways in which these methods will be implemented in concrete cases.

The project is a logical continuation of activities that are conducted for six years by our organization in the Podrinje region (it is a little sub-region that geographically contains areas of Tuzla, Kalesija, Spana, Osmaci, Zvornik and surrounding villages).

By hard work we have managed during these six years to gather groups of youth in these areas that make unique "Regional youth network for local development". The purpose of this network is education and active involvement of youth in social, political and economic movements before everything else in local, and then in regional and other levels.
Main goal is to establish mechanisms of youth participation in stated municipalities trough pre-electoral dialogue, and to strengthen means of participation of youth in conception of pre-electoral and post-electoral program of political actors in Podrinje Region and realization of set programs by the structures of government in post-electoral period.

Within the project "Importance and possibilities of service of support for disabled persons" that is realized by the Humanitarian Organization "Partner", and within the project "Strengthening of local democracy – LOD" that is financed by the EU and conducted by UNDP in B&H, we have organized four round tables which were related to the raising of awareness of disabled persons and professional groups that are dealing with disabled persons and improvement of communication between the disabled persons (via their organizations) and professionals that are dealing with them.
First round table on the subject: "Presenting of Convention of UN about the rights of disabled persons and Strategy for improvement of social status of disabled persons in RS and it's implementation in local level", was held on 21. of April 2010. The goal of it's organization was the introduction with the Convention of UN about the rights of disabled persons and Strategy for improvement of social status of disabled persons, and defining of conclusions that will be related to the implementation of these two documents that will contribute to the improvement of status of disabled persons. Lecturers on this round table were representatives of the Ministry of Health and Social Protection in Government of RS and Administrative Services of the City of Banja Luka, and participants were the representatives of organizations of disabled persons, local and entity institutions, as well as other NGOs.
Second round table on the subject: "Enhancement of communication between the health workers and users of services", was held on 15. of June 2010. The goal of the round table was to state and analyze recent experiences of Department of Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation "Dr. Miroslav Zotovic" as a referent republic institution with NGO sector, and to define the guidelines for future cooperation of helth professionals and associations that represent users. The lecturers were the representatives of ZFMR "Dr. Miroslav Zotovic" and representative of HO Partner, and the participants were representatives of health institutions, Fund for Health Insurance and representatives of organizations of disabled persons.
Third round table on the subject: "Developing of indicators for monitoring the implementation of Plan for improvement of life of disabled persons in Banja Luka 2008-2013", was held on 18. of June 2010. The goal of this round table was to form a workgroup and develop indicators for monitoring the implementation of Plan for improvement of life of disabled persons in Banja Luka 2008-2013. The participants besides the representatives of Administrative Service of City of Banja Luka were also the representatives of organizations of disabled persons that participated in the development of the Plan.

ACTIVITIES IN JUNE

On the day of 10th of June in the hall of House of Culture “Edhem Mulabdic” in Maglaj was held a promotion of Law on Youth FB&H, in the organization of OSCE Zenica and CORNO. We remind that the Law on Youth was adopted in March of 2010 and this was a great opportunity to promote this kind of Law in our city. Moderator of the complete process was Nihad Gavranovic, official of the program of participation of citizens of OSCE Zenica, who also shortly informed the attendees about the OSCE activities and the information related to youth. Presentation of the law was done by Mirna Dabic, consultant and activist of CORNO. On the promotion were presented the experiences related to the creation of local youth policy from the aspect of municipal administration and from the aspect of youth organizations in the area of Maglaj.

CORNO has successfully completed the realization of the project “Enhancement of the existing models and introduction of new service for children without parental care”. The project lasted 12 months and was realized in the partnership with Centre for Social Work in Doboj, and was financed by the Save the Children UK and EU. Project also represents the implementation of activities from the Action plan for children without parental care, which was adopted by the Network of children protection for 2010/2011.
On the day of 08th of June in the Centre for Culture and Education in Doboj, a Festival of Amateur Theatres (FAP) was held, which was born within the humanitarian action for the help of the student of Medical High School Tamara Vrhovac. FAP presented two amateur plays, and those are: “Jystyna, sister of my… imagination” in the production of Theatre of Youth of the Youth Centre CORNO Maglaj, as well as “My godmother Julia” in the production of the Drama Section of the Medical High School Doboj. Entire project was financed within the program “Active Youth” of the Youth Informative Agency (OIA).

Within the Festival the attendees were able to participate in the humanitarian action “Let’s make some ones tomorrow brighter”.

On Wednesday, 2nd of June, in the facilities of CORNO was held a meeting with Mrs Lejla Brutus, Project Assistant of the Association KULT, Ilidza. The meeting was about the work on the Network of Volunteer Journal, where the talk was about recent activities, exchanging of experiences and detail steps related to the Volunteer Journal and the promotion of the same, within our organization.

On the meeting of youth organizations, that act in the wider area of Doboj and Youth Council RS, as a roof organization of youth in RS, representative of CORNO was unanimously elected for the organization of coordinator for the region of Doboj. The first assignment that was given to CORNO is to answer one of the 13 priority questions from youth policy RS 2010 – 2015. The question is: “How to define and establish educational profile “youth worker” and professionalization of the very youth work?”.

The project is simultaneously run in B&H, Montenegro, Serbia and Macedonia.

Meeting of youth organizations in Bijeljina

During the month of June was continued the practice of regular organization of meetings of youth NGOs in Bijeljina. This meeting was attended by 9 representatives of youth NGOs out of 11 and was discussed about the visit and talk of representatives of NGO with Mr. Basic, Mayor of the department for social activities and Mr. Djokic, Boss of the department for sport and youth. The conversation with them was about accommodating Bijeljina youth organizations in the facility that is in the centre of the city. Representatives of OC Bijeljina had the assignment to contact Mr. Djokic and arrange the time of tour of named facilities.
Youth organizations came to another conclusion and that was that their communication is not on a great level and that they should work more in that filed. First steps towards improving that communication were set on this meeting.

Cooperation of Ombudsmen B&H with NGO sector

In organization of the Institution of Ombudsmen for human rights B&H, with the support of the Office for democratic institutions and human rights (ODIHR) and Mission of OSCE in Bosnia and Herzegovina, on 11th of June in Banja Luka was held a round table on the subject of “Development of consulting mechanism between Ombudsmen B&H and civil society”.
Ombudsmen B&H, Jasminka Dzumbur and Ljubomir Sandic have stated that one of the priority of the institution is strengthening of relations and dialogue with civil society, and pointed out the need for more frequent holding of meetings with NGOs because of the more effective protection of human rights, and also significant improvement reached in cooperation with NGO sector, especially in the areas of discrimination and protection of the children rights.

Representatives of the mission of OSCE in B&H Andrea Cellino and Fermin Cordoba have pointed out the importance of cooperation of Institution of Ombudsmen, OSCE and NGOs with the aim of developing consulting mechanism between Ombudsmen and civil society and setting up of appropriate model for cooperation in future.

Besides the representatives of the Institution of Ombudsmen in B&H, the round table in Banja Luka was attended by the representatives of the PRONI Centre for youth development of Brcko DC B&H, “Zdravo da ste”, Youth Centre Bijeljina, Bureau for human rights from Tuzla, Alliance of national minorities RS, Centre for legal help for women from Zenica, hCa, Association of women Derventa, and numerous other NGOs. Tatjana Ristic represented PRONI on this round table.

“Development of communities endangered with mines”

One day long convention titled “Development of communities endangered with mines and challenges of civil society 2009 – 2019” was held on 8th of June in hotel Sarajevo in Sarajevo.

Conference was organized by the Coalition for connecting anti-mine action with development, that is consisted of Norwegian Peoples’ Aid, Foundation Mozaik, Initiative of mine survivors, STOP Mines, MDP Initiatives and Handicap International. Conference was organized within the project Support to social inclusion of population endangered with mines – Development and anti-mine activities that is implemented by Handicap International in Stolac and Berkovici. The conference was attended by Bojana Seculic, manager for PR and education in PRONI Centre for youth development.
