ACTIVITIES IN JULY 2010

FOCUS GROUP IN TUZLA
On 9th of July we have participated in the organization of the Focus Group, whose thematic was: safety, possession of firearms – justified or not, dangers that come with carrying firearms, amount of firearms possessed by citizens and prevention against illegal firearms and violence.

10 citizens from Tuzla participated in the work of the Focus Group, representatives of NGOs, student organizations and Ministry of Internal Affairs. The Focus Group was organized by the Centre for Safety Studies (CSS) Sarajevo.
CHOSEN ORGANIZATIONS FOR THE NETWORK OF RESOURCE CENTRES (MRC) B&H

In the organization of Centre for Promotion of Civil Society (SPCD) Sarajevo, in Sarajevo on 23rd of July was held a consultative workshop of initiatives for the formation of Network of Resource Centers (MRC) B&H. Purpose and goal of the meeting was the establishment of functional resource centers in B&H, as a basis of long-term cooperation and partnership of resource centers and partnership organizations. The meeting was attended by the following NGOs from B&H: UG Don, Prijedor, Topeer, Doboj, CGS Livno, CEM Travnik, CIPP, Zvornik, Plava Sfera, Banja Luka, Kljuc buducnosti, Kljuc, LSG, Travnik, ORC Tuzla.

Main mission of the Network of Resource Centers is to ensure for all of the organizations of civil society in B&H an equal approach to the information and other resources necessary for the effective performance of their role in the community and society.

 Main goals of the Network of Resource Centers are:
· To contribute to the further development of civil society in B&H via establishing the network of 5 regional resource centers as an infrastructure organizations for support of the development of the capacity of the organizations of civil society;

· Support for the development of participative democracy via greater participation of citizens in the decision making process and the process of creation of public policies;

· Facilitation and support for the development of dialogue and partnership of government and civil society via development and implementation of agreement about inter-sector cooperation;

· Raising of the prestige of the organization of civil society as a factor of development and positive changes in community and society.

Based on the conclusions from the joint meeting, CPCD has chosen 6 organizations which will be involved in the program of development of regional resource centers:

ACTIVITIES IN JULY
On Wednesday, 7th of July, was held a ceremony on the occasion of giving of certificates to the 7th generation of the attendees of our course “Basics of youth work”, in our facilities in Doboj. Youth initiative “Smile for Smile” that works within the program for youth of Foundation of Tuzla Community, has organized a camp for small leaders on the Boracko Lake in the period from 16th to 19th of July. Entirely 59 participants of age from 11 to 24, has daily and equally participated in various activities of the camp.

Idea of the camp as well as all activities of “Smile for Smile” is the promotion and practical learning of democracy with children and youth. From the first morning meeting, over the activities of swimming or interactive workshop contents, to the nightly entertaining program, the children and youth had the opportunity to state their opinions and hear the opinions of others. They were separated in 6 small sections, and every day they chose new small leader that for that day was the representative of section.

Initiative, that is, future organization for children and youth “Smile for Smile” Tuzla, within the program for youth of Foundation of Tuzla Community, realizes different educative and creative activities for children and youth in 8 sections (Husino, Kreka, Lipnica, Simin Han, Pozarnica, Gornja Tuzla, Solina and Tusanj). Three basic principles, which are promoted and on which the activities are based, are: democracy, tolerance and equality.

SEMINAR FOR THE NEW MEMBERS OF THE BOARD OF YOUTH BANK TUZLA

Within the program for youth of Foundation of Tuzla Community, for the fourth year in a row was organized an orientation seminar titled “How to decide in the Board of Youth Bank Tuzla”. The seminar was organized in a beautiful natural ambient of the mountain lodge “Javorje” on the mountain Konjuh in the period from 21st to 23rd of July.
Entirely 17 young people had the chance to gain knowledge and skills on how to research their community, react on needs, problems and potential, and finally how to decide about the financial support to the initiatives of youth. Besides the fact that the young members of the board learn about the team decision making in the Board and about the system of decision making, they also have the chance to go trough some of the interactive workshops about the communication, speaking skills, means of presentation, which in the end has for a goal for them to become active citizens in their community.

From the month of September, members of the board who went trough the named education will take over one-year mandate from the previous members and practically implement their knowledge in two application cycles. Executive Board of the Foundation of Tuzla Community for the fourth year in a row gives a mandate to the board of the Youth Bank Tuzla, that is, the right for the distribution of certain amount of money for the financial support to the initiative of youth in Tuzla. This is also one of the fantastical examples how the youth are directly empowered and how they are given the possibility to positively act in their community.

From 2nd to 4th of July in Bijeljina was held Beer Fest within which the Youth Centre Bijeljina has organized 1st Table Tennis Tournament. The tournament lasted for three days out of which the first two were intended for recreational playing and free use of the tables and the last day was the competition day. On the competition the awards for the first three places were awarded.

On the 5th of July in Tesanj on the workshop that was organized by the UNDP for the members of the local monitoring teams within MDGF project “Culture and development” was attended by Svetlana Kristic.

From 14th to 19th of July on Bjelasnica was held the 9th peace-pedagogical camp, which is organized by the NGO “PROGRES” with the help of Wings of Hope Foundation. General goal, i.e. the purpose of the camp, was to gather young people from all parts of Bosnia and Herzegovina and the countries formed after the break up of former Yugoslavia as well as Western Europe countries in one place and enable them to despite the prejudices, all present mistrust and fear from “others” jointly live, work, learn, do sports and create their free time. Some of the activities of the camp were: interactive workshops (nonviolent communication and nonviolent solving 7 prevention of conflicts; protection and sustainability of life environment / ecological workshop; protection and enhancement of sexual and reproductive health; prevention of addiction; drama and theatre; musical workshop; Feng Shui; journalist workshop; creative workshop; arts workshop etc.; socially useful activities for the common good of local communities and enhancement of awareness about the needs of community (on the areas of Bjelasnica, Trnovo, Sarajevo, Pale, Jahorina); experience pedagogy (visit to the canyon of river Rakitnica, mountaineering); visit ti Sarajevo, capital of B&H; sport activities; practical activities (making of souvenirs, preparation of exhibition in accordance with theme and goals of camp). The camp was attended by 16 participants of Youth Centre Bijeljina.
On 16th of July in premises of Youth Centre Bijeljina was held a meeting of youth organizations that act within the area of Municipality of Bijeljina. On the meeting was discussed about the space that is needed for the work of youth organizations, also about two initiatives of advocacy that are related to the supervision of the work of local Assembly and about the initiative of advocacy of confirmation of volunteer work by the local community. Besides the representatives of the youth organizations, the meeting was attended by the representatives of the Department for Democratization of the OSCE office in Bijeljina.

On 21st of July in the premises of the Peoples’ Assembly of RS in Banja Luka was held the first meeting of the Organization Board of the 14th Youth Meetings of republic of Srpska. The meeting was attended by Svetlana Krstic as one of the members of the Organization Board. Planned time and place of the holding of the Meetings is from 27th to 29th of August in Bijeljina, and over 300 participants are expected from RS/B&H, Serbia, Croatia and EU countries.

On 28th of July in the premises of the Roma Association “Otaharin” in Bijeljina, was opened an INFO point which is planned trough the Youth Health Project and supported by GTZ. Info point contains information about career, grants, health of youth, education, employment, trips and volunteering, and it can be visited by all interested youth from the area of Municipality of Bijeljina every day during the working hours of Centre. Youth Health Project is realized in 10 municipalities in B&H, and in Bijeljina it is organized in the partnership by the Youth Centre Bijeljina and UG “Otaharin”.

Within the project „Let's bring back the sport polygon to the children of Tresanica“, because of the silence of the administration which lasts for almost one year, NGG VIPK on the last session of the Municipal Council of Konjic via the alderman Miralem Dzina started the council question about the fraud usage of the „basketball polygon“ in LC Tresanica. It was requested from the competent services of the Municipality of Konjic to bring back of the sport polygon „basketball playground“ to the children, that has for years been usurped by the motor vehicles by the careless citizens and to precise the executive date. Also, the registration was submitted to the PD Konjic against the Unknown person that put up the illegal traffic sign for parking, bound by wire.

COOPERATION WITH EUFOR – LOT TEAM KONJIC

Team of NGG VIPK (20 volunteers) has participated in a part of gathering funds and were in charge of safety, translation services and control of tickets on the stadium „Partizanovo“ during the realization of humanitarian concert for our sick citizen Amra Hodzic within the project „Bridges connect 3“, which was held on 12th of July in Konjic. On that occasion were signed and distributed acknowledgements by the commander of the Eufor Lot Team and Mayor of Konjic. Adis Muhibic, main coordinator of NGG VIPK Konjic said thanks for the acknowledgements and expressed his personal respect, pride and enthusiasm, because the humanity of good people in local community in Konjic has again been expressed. Volunteers and EUFOR LOT TEAM KONJIC will continue the cooperation for the well being of community.

UNITED AGAINST OBLIVION!

In the area of Konjic in the organization of BZK Preporod, NGG VIPK and NGO Vijece mladih opcine Konjic was spontaneously organized an action of collecting of shoes for the project “STUB SRAMA UN”. On that occasion was collected around 101 pair of shoes of the citizens of Konjic, which were by the volunteers Burim Jasari and Adis Muhibic together with the correspondent of FENA from Konjic, Mirsad Cukle, transported to the Sarajevo and given to Belma Zulcic, i.e. Society for the endangered which conducted the gathering of shoes in B&H.
VISIT TO THE TITO BUNKER REALIZED (ARK KONJIC)

Around 50 citizens and volunteers (pupils, students and parents) were in an organized visit to the Atomic war shelter “ARK” in Konjic. “We wish for young members and volunteers to bring their attention to the basic values that sustained our country Bosnia and Herzegovina, which has in its’ Constitution antifascism built in the basics of its’ nationality”, stated Zuhra Omerovic, volunteer.

TRAINING “WRITING OF PROJECTS”

On the initiative of the youth association “4. Decembar” Hadzici was held a training “Writing of projects” for 20 members of the organization and 4 members of NGG VIPK Konjic. The lecturer was Sevko Bajic from Centre for promotion of civil society (CPCD SARAJEVO). With the aim of strengthening of personnel resources and skills, the delegation of volunteers (Zuhra Omerovic, Nazif Veljkovic, Osman Trnka and Adis Muhibic) was sent. Training “Writing of the project proposals” was held in Hadzici from 10th to 11th of May. Strong continuation of cooperation was promised.
PROPOSITIONS FOR THE POLICEMAN OF THE YEAR

Bringing back of dignity to our policemen, emphasis of positive examples, and informing of police and other interested about the basic strategic activities of the police is the main mission of the magazine “STOP” which in its’ first issue has started an action of selection of the best policeman in the entity of Federation of B&H.

“Muhibic: Pride of the city of Konjic and Federal Police Department”

Citizens of Konjic have suggested Adis Muhibic, police officer of the Federal Police Department, for the Policeman of the Year in FB&H: “Within the work of the police in community he particularly stands out in his work with children and youth in the education about the fight against drugs, violence, corruption and general safety and all kinds of education. He has prevented numerous incidents decisively and professionally and successfully participated in their solving”, says the letter of Mustafa Kurtic. Smajil Alibegovic in his letter adds that Muhibic is popular in Konjic and that he helped him and his family. Adis Muhibic has for the Policeman of the Year suggested his colleague Murat Kardas, with what he emphasized his unselfishness and confirmed the words of praise from the citizens of Konjic.
MISSION KONJIC – SREBRENICA MARCH OF PEACE 2010

With realizing of the project “Mission Konjic – Srebrenica March of Peace 2010”, on the 7th of July at 10 o’clock, from the Square of Statehood “Alija Izetbegovic”, 50 citizens of Konjic were formally seen off. They decided to honor the killed Srebrenica people by crossing the road from Nezuk to Srebrenica on foot for three days and attend the funeral on the 11th of July. 20 citizens and 30 former members of 4th Muslim Light Famous Brigade of Army of B&H. Organizators of the march were the members of NGG VIPK, with the support of eleven veterans association of Army of RB&H, HVO and other associations. “Participants of the march joined the other participants (12 people from Konjic) which for the first time started on foot from Konjic on 29th of June, as well as the Konjic people who came to the funeral by bus”, said Adis Muhibic, coordinator of NGG VIPK.

SECOND CYCLE OF EDUCATION OF YOUTH LEADERS IN THE AREA OF NONVIOLENT SOLVING OF CONFLICTS AND TEAM WORK
“People seek peace, and peace seeks people…”

After successfully completing the first cycle of training from the area of nonviolent solving of conflicts and team work, that was attended by 17 young people, the continuation will follow, where twenty more young people will get the chance to educate themselves. Training for youth will be held in Krizevici, near Zvornik, in the International youth centre IPAK – SHL.
IPAK – MGB prepares this education within the project “PIN-GFK” (education of youth leaders in the area of nonviolent solution of conflicts and team work), which is one of the activities that the IPAK-MGB is conducting with the aim of building peace in parts of B&H that were affected the most during the war. Project “PIN-GFK” was supported by the Institute for Foreign Affairs (Institut für Auslands-beziehungen e.V.” from Germany. Active young people from the area of Municipality of Tuzla and the area of Podrinje regionwill get the chance to go trough education and gain knowledge and skills that will help them to approach conflicts constructively, and to solve them on nonviolent way.

Kids and volunteers from the Network Older brother, Older sister on Kid's Festival
Over 140 volunteers and children from Sarajevo, Zenica, Mostar and Tuzla has visited one day at the Kid's Festival. Besides extremely sunny and warm day, little ones together with their older brothers and sisters had participated in various activities that were meant for them on that day.

Kids and volunteers with their guides had the chance to meet peers from other cities, and to see that there are older, and younger brothers and sisters in other parts of B&H. Participants were guided trough this activity by the members of NARKO-NE team.

The kids had the opportunity to participate in some out of 17 workshops that the Kid's festival offered. "This is a really great day for me, I did not know that there is so many of us children with blue caps" – are the words of a boy from Tuzla.

The organizer of visits of all organizations to the Kid's festival was the Network Older brother, older sister B&H, which with the goal to gather children in one place and enable them to travel, meeting trough game and fun, has chosen this manifestation.

Organizations that are conducting the project – Older brother, older sister, had the chance to join this happening. Those are HKO "Kruh sv. Ante" and CO "NAKRO NR" from Sarajevo, SOS Kinderdorf – Family centre Mostar, CO "Medica" from Zenica, and IPAK – MGB abd Amica Tuzla from Tuzla. Unfortunately, D.C "Nove nade" from Foca and "Nove generacije" from Banja Luka , weren't able to join us this time.
“TO THE ADVENTURE OVER THE BORDER” – INTER-CULTURAL MEETINGS OF YOUTH IN BERLIN
Youth from Tuzla have participated on the youth meetings in Berlin, during the month of July. Eight of them, with the leaders, have stayed for seven days in the youth camp.

During their stay in the camp they had the chance to meet their peers from France and Germany, and to see on which way they think, and what is common for all young people.

The aim of the meetings was to trough their own inter-cultural experience in another European society exchange their experiences and strengthen their competencies in the area of pedagogy of adventure, team work, research project in Berlin, and all that in a very interesting and fun way. “It was great, I really learned a lot on the workshops which we attended. I look forward to the next meetings in France”, said Hena Atlic-Selsekovic, one of the participants of camp.

In the following period, same group of youth should visit France, but also to be a host to youth from Germany and France.

INTER-CULTURAL EXCHANGE IN KRIZEVICI

Youth from Germany and B&H have started a two-week stay in International Youth Centre IPAK-SHL in Krizevici near Zvornik. Seventy of them well during the stay have a chance to get to know which are the similarities and differences in life of youth people in B&H and Germany. Focus of this inter-cultural exchange is the influence of war on the life of youth in B&H, and the idea for youth to meet each other and see how similarly they actually think.
Leader of the project, Ute Clausner, who leads the group of youth from Germany, says that an excellent exchange was realized and that the youth themselves are surprised with how similarly they think. “Youth are very interested to speak on the thematic of war. The discussion is led on a very high level. They have the chance to see what are the ways of thinking on both sides, in B&H and in Germany”, said Ute and added that the participants ask excellent questions during the workshops, whit what they themselves see the differences in their ways of thinking which are almost not there at all. 
Participants will visit Srebrenica, Tuzla, Sarajevo, and will see and get to know all of the important places in these cities. On this occasion they will listen to the lectures that will help them to better understand the situation in B&H. During the stay in Krizevici and Srebrenica they will make a few of working actions.
Participants of the camp are interested about informing themselves about the situations from both countries, from which they come. During the inter-cultural evenings they have the chance to get know each other better, get closer and have fun. On the other side also, to get to know with the conflict situations that happened, political situations and influence of religious communities on the life of people.

Amir Hasanovic, leader of the project, has stated that during the visit to Memorial Centre in Potocari and conversation with the mothers from Srebrenica, the youth will get to know better that which will be talked about for two weeks in camp.

Organizers of this inter-cultural exchange are organizations IPAK – MGB from Tuzla and Volksbund Deutche Kriegsgrabefursorge e. V.

Humanitarian organization “Partner” has on 1st of July started the implementation of project “Promotion and realization of prerequisites for independent life of disabled people”, which is financed by the Foundation for social inclusion in B&H, Centre for social work Gradiska and Centre for social work Prijedor.
Project should act on the raising of awareness about the need of realization of independent life of disabled persons and realizing of prerequisites in society for realization of independent life. Humanitarian organization Partner has a long - term experience in realization of these prerequisites in Banja Luka and with this project wants to transfer that experience in other places in our surroundings, and to by this way influence on the development of these services in other places. 

Locations on which the work is going to be done are City of Banja Luka, Gradiska, Prijedor, Kozarska Dubica and Laktasi. Activities of the project are raising of awareness about the need of development of service of personal assistance, education of users of personal assistance for managing the assistance, education of personal assistants for the work in the Serivce, realization of that work, organizing of social activities that will enable the involvement of users into the community and peer consulting for the persons with heavier body disabilities.

The results of the project should be trained 30 users for using the personal assistants and 30 potential assistants for work. During the project, directly employed would be 6 assistants, which according to previous experiences means that 18 users would be covered. Assistants will for five months receive full payment and we expect that after the project 4 assistants would remain employed.
During the choosing of assistants we will take care of following criteria: potentials of family, personal interest of the user, specific of the different social roles of the user, specific of different disabilities, economic situation of the user.
The goal of the project is reducing of the social exclusion of disabled persons by influencing the decision makers for ensuring the prerequisites for independent life via introducing the service of personal assistance.

Entire value of the project is 46 883 KM, and the time of realization is from July of 2010 until January of 2011.

Within the cultural-sport manifestation Savski cvijet 2010 in cooperation with Government of Brcko DC, Sub-department for economic development, sport and culture, PRONI has organized a workshop with Lence Lopez for youth from Brcko DC. Lence Lopez and the band were very interested in talking with youth about the music that they play, band and the art of playing blues.
WORKSHOP WITH GROUP ELEMENTAL

Within the culture-sport manifestation, Savski cvijet, Zagreb group Elemental held a short workshop about hip-hop with youth from Brcko that do hip-hop and support the work of hip-hop and rap musicians. 

During the hour and half, that is how much the workshop lasted, Remi and Shot talked with youth of Brcko DC about how to promote yourself, is the quality of demo tape important, what kind of ideas are good with publishers, and is a publisher necessary.

Talks were about what it takes for success, but also how to “stay on the ground”, and about the development of hip-hop scene in Croatia, cooperation with B&H and similar.

Youth had the chance to take pictures with whole bend after the workshop, and a part of them were opening acts for Elemental. Group of youth named EK, who has a support of PRONI centre, preformed with a few of hip-hop songs and a dance act, and after them performed Brcko Beatz. The concert was attended by 2000 fans of hip-hop music.

BEACH VOLLEYBALL TOURNAMENT
Within the traditional cultural-sport manifestation “Savski Cvijet” in Brcko this year also was organized a tournament in Beach Volleyball. Organizer of this manifestation was Government of Brcko DC, Sub-division for economic development, sport and culture, and PRONI Centre for youth development of Brcko DC B&H was this year also the implementer of this activity together with volleyball academy “AS”. Tournament was because of bad weather postponed for 30th and 31st of July. Awards for first three places are bowls and acknowledgements.

WORKSHOP ABOUT WOMENS RIGHTS

PRONI Centre for youth development of Brcko DC B&H has together with the organization CURE organized a one-day workshop intended for youth women from Brcko DC with the goal of giving a chance to them to inform themselves about the basic package of women human rights and to see “HER story”. Organizers would like to thank to the girls and women, participants of the workshop, which come form UG Brcansko srce, Udruzenje oboljelih od multiple skleroze, Youth Centre Vermont and Association Distroficar.
Traveling feminist workshops are organized in 15 B&H cities and are consisted of exhibitions, promotional materials, quizzes about female human rights, statistics about the degree of violence against women in the World, researches and surveys, workshops and FEMplaylist. In Brcko, the participants had the chance to inform themselves about the goals of the project of Traveling feminist workshops, terms of gender, “HER story” – women history trough time and space, video projection “Until violence stops”.

LAW ON YOUTH OF FB&H PRESENTED TO PUBLIC
The promotion of Law on Youth of FB&H was successfully held. In filled hall of Hotel Bosnia about the importance of law were speaking: Jasmin Besic, executive director of our association, vice-president of Federation B&H Mr. Mirsad Kebo, vice-chairman of the House of Peoples of Parliament FB&H Mr. Besim Imamovic, vice-Mayor of the City of Sarajevo Mr. Miroslav Zivanovic, president of the Comission for youth issues of the Representative House of Parliament of Federation B&H Mrs. Indira Karovic, Mayor of the Municipality of tesanj Mr. Fuad Sisic, manager of Youth project GTZ Mrs. Rubeena Esmail-Arndt and executive director of the Centre for education of Youth from Travnik Mr. Adis Arnautovic. 200 guests didn’t hide their pleasure and satisfaction because of great atmosphere which indicates better days or youth in Federation.
FEMALE LEADERS ARE GETTING STRONGER

During the July was held a second module of training on the subject of gender awareness. This module has for a goal to offer theoretical basics from the area of gender equality, research main definitions of gender and sex, point to the gender-based stereotypes and analyze on which way the society imposes different rules for persons of different gender/sex. Furthermore, this module empowers young women to explore their gender roles and discuss about the issues related to their bodies and to talk about differences and similarities between a man and a woman. Subject of violence was covered in detail, same as the gender-based violence and especially violence in adolescent relationships with practical tools on how to recognize violence and what to do in those situations.
In the beginning of June was announced an intern call for small action, and the deadline is 10th of August. Areas that can be a subject of the project are (at least one of the stated):

a) Gender equality

b) Active involvement of youth (with accent of girls) in social processes,

c) Marking of significant days (World day…),

d) Strengthening of ecological consciousness with youth,

e) Informal education of youth.

On 31st of July on the Family day that is organized within the Sarajevo Film Festival (SFF), UNIFEM will have its own stand and on that occasion it will present the campaign SAY NO – UniTE to End Violence Against Women. This campaign the UNIFEM implements globally since November of 2009 with the goal of stopping and preventing of violence on women and girls. During the presentation of campaign on the Family day of SFF, the volunteers will, trough informative campaign and promotional activities, inform the visitors about the importance of erasing of gender stereotypes and needs of equal treatment of men and women in society. The signing of international petition “End Violence Against Women and Girls” which can also be signed on line on the web page (http://www.saynotoviolence.org) will also be organized. Partners of UNIFEM on this happening are KULT and BH Expert from Sarajevo, who jointly implement the project BEEHIVE – Strengthening of female youth leaders in youth organizations, financed by the UNIFEM, as well as the association Vesta from Tuzla.
EU GAME PLAN

During the Game Plan the participants had the chance to inform themselves in a practical way with the process that every country undergoes before becoming a member of EU. Also, Game Plan has given the participants a chance to lead their own country on a road to EU, as well as to be creators of European policy towards the candidate countries. After the finish of the Game Plan about EU, the participants received a certificate.

American and foriegn individuals and nonprofit organizations may apply. Individuals whose proposals are funded will be required to identify a nonprofit organization to receive and manage the grant
monies. When applicants are employed by an eligible institution, such as
a college or university, USIP requires that grants be made to the
institution rather than to the individual.

Support for degree work is not eligible in the Grant Program. Inquiries about support for dissertation research should be directed to USIP's Jennings Randolph Peace Scholar Dissertation Program.

Only one application per competition may be submitted by the same project director.

Unsuccessful applicants of previous Grant Program competitions may not submit the same application unless it has been substantially revised.

USIP will not accept applications that list as participants, consultants, or project personnel members of USIP's Board of Directors or staff. In addition, any application that lists USIP as a collaborator
in the project will not be accepted.

Individuals who are currently working as USIP contractors may not be eligible to apply for grant support. To determine eligibility prior to submitting an application, please contact the Grant Program staff.

Applications must be submitted in English.
