ACTIVITIES IN AUGUST 2010
During the month of august  hCa/ORC Tuzla has worked on regular activities – processing of interesting information for youth activism and distribution of the same towards the youth organizations and members of the mailing list of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina, as well as editing and distribution of Monthly bulletin of Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina and regular update of the web page: www.omladina-bih.net.

COORDINATION OF PARTICIPANTS FROM B&H ON THE TRAINING IN LIMASSOL, CYPRUS

Organization Jeunesses Musicales International (www.jmi.net) and Cultural Movement Epilogi from Cyprus in period from 15th to 20th of September this year are organizing a training titled “Towards Intercultural Cities through Youth Music Activities”. The training is financed by the EU Youth Action Program and European Youth Foundation.  Within the realized cooperation with this organization, we have realized selection, preparation and coordination of young people from B&H which will participate on this event. They are: VanjaMarkovic – PRONI Centre for youth development Bijeljina, Sinisa Aleksic - Association of urban artists MANIFEST Prijedor, Bojana Ozegovic – Partnership youth movement (POP) Banja Luka, Admir Hasanagic – Foundation of Tuzla Community Tuzla, Bojana Sekulic – PRONI Centre for youth development Bijeljina – Brcko and Sinisa Jovicic – Centre for youth Derventa.
Five day long training Musical Bridges will be held from 15th to 20th of September in Limassol, Cyprus, and it will gather around 40 cultural activists, artists (musicians), music teachers and members of youth organizations which deal with culture from both Cyprus communities (Cyprus Greeks and Cyprus Turks), Greece, Turkey, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Macedonia. The training will give to the participants a chance to talk about the role of youth in modern cities, through series of workshops and presentations, as well as the possibilities to explore the issues of migration, inter-cultures, minority rights and inter-cultural relations. As the result of the training the participants will gain knowledge, skills and experiences about how to start small youth and cultural programs in their local communities, motivating and involving in those activities their peers.

This training is organized by the Jeunesses Musicales International and Mousika Niata Kyprou (Jeunesses Musicales Cyprus) in cooperation with Epilogi Cultural Movement Limassol, ADEP - Patras Municipal Enterprise for Planning & Development (Geece), Pera Fine Arts (Turkey), Jeunesses Musicales Macedonia (Macedonia) and Youth Network of Bosnia and Herzegovina (hCa/ORC Tuzla).

ON THE 12th OF AUGUST our organization was visited by Mr. Peter Bas-Backer, vice-head of the mission of OSCE in Tuzla. We have informed Mr. Bas-Backer during the conversation about the activities of our organization in the field of support of youth organizations in region, and about the difficulties and problems which the youth and young activists face. One of the recommendations that came out of this conversation was for OSCE to try to lobby the municipal governments in B&H to give more attention to smaller local youth organizations during the giving of financial support and grants, so to avoid recent practice in which the municipal governments give the funds for NGO sector to “eligible” organizations, as well as national and religious communities. The discussion was also about possibilities of support for youth organizations from marginal parts of B&H, youth organizations which are in most cases isolated from domestic and international organizations and institutions.
CONTINUATION OF REGIONAL YOUTH INITIATIVE AGAINST DISCRIMINATION

During the August we have signed a contract with Norwegian People’s Aid for the continuation of the project “Youth initiatives 2010”. It is a regional initiative of NGO and peace organizations from: Macedonia, Serbia, Kosovo and Bosnia and Herzegovina with joint activities in the fight against the discrimination. We have started the preparations for the project, and our main activities will be the holding of two public debates on the subject “Youth and discrimination” (one in Rs, the other in FB&H) and the publishing and promotion of the booklet which will contain information about the done activities, analysis of situation and recommendations for further work.

SUPPORT OF DIALOGUE THROUGH NON-VIOLENCE

Within the realized cooperation with Israeli – Palestine peace organization “Combatants for Peace”, and in the organization of Anna Lindh Foundation and Foundation Mediterranean from Italy, we have taken over the organization and preparation for departure of participants from B&H on the meeting in Napoli. This is the meeting of NGO and peace activists which were in some way involved in conflicts and wars, and which now work in the activities of non-violence, establishing f peace and reconciliation. Besides the representatives from B&H, the meeting will be attended by the peace activists – demobilized soldiers and fighters from: North Ireland, Israel, Palestine, Cyprus and South Africa. Six participants are planned for B&H. One of the possible outcomes of this meeting is the creation of alliance / international movement of former fighters and social activists for the fight against violence.

Having in mind that we, the citizens of Konjic, have won two years in a row the awards for best volunteer acts in B&H, are within the forces that are ready to defend the idea of democratic society, with sincere words of support, encouragement and understanding of the situation through which is currently undergoing the journalist, Mr. Damir Kaletovic, who has been by the County Court of Banja Luka been accused of unauthorized recording and eavesdropping of Mr. Vitomir Popovic (who should be immediately sued because of serious threat on life, and even nor less nor more directly “bullet to the forehead” to the journalist that was doing his job), we have sent a written support.

MUNICIPAL OFFICIALS RECEIVE THEIR PAY TO MAKE OUR LIFE BETTER, NOT WORSE

Volunteers and citizen activists from the streets of Civilnih zrtava rata and  IV Muslimanske brigade unsatisfied with the information, that by the representatives of local government on completely undemocratic way was executed the election of certain members of the Local Board have held a meeting with their fellow citizens on 17th of August, where the attendees have in one open discussion summarized the work of Council of Local Community of Tresanica in the previous period.
That which had been especially underlined was the bad job of certain representatives of Local Community of Tresanica, because the very fact that 90% of the citizens do not know the president of LC Tresanica says enough about the activism and work of the same person. It has been decided that in accordance with the decision of Mayor of Konjic made in April starts the process of selection of new members of the Local Board. Citizens have underlined that the streets are falling apart, they are not asphalted, the big problem are the manholes that flood the streets, there is no sidewalk, children spaces on the street are usurped, the vehicles are parked in un appropriate way, but also that this time there is the strong will of citizens to start the mission of salvaging the street and that the only way of doing that is through institution of government: LC, competent municipal services, Municipal Council of Konjic. After the discussion 11 members of the Initiative board was selected for forming the Local Board of the street of Civilnih zrtava rata in the council of LC Tresanica which will in the following period take the action of animating the citizens and calling the first assembly of citizens after the war. The citizens have expressed that they want to be asked for their representatives, who will fight for their rights and rights of children on the streets of Konjic. It has been decided to try and prevent the illegal acts by conducting the public campaign with which the citizens of Tresanica will be informed about the happenings, if it could not be they have concluded that, for the newly elected members of the Council will be a strong critical support and they will ask for deeds, work and results, because their enthusiasm is concerned directly about the enhancement of living conditions of children.
WITH PEOPLE WHO AIM TOWARDS DIFFERENT GOALS JOINT PLANS CANNOT BE MADE (Confucius)

On the 8th session of the Main Board of the informal citizens group “Volonteri i prijatelji Konjica” which was held on 7th of August the decision was made about excluding from the further volunteer work and activism within the group of Nusret Djiver and Nazif Veljkovic. The decision was brought with the aim of protection of the positive image of further activism and work of around 55 members of this informal group, and soon the officially registered NGO in the area of Municipality of Konjic. On this occasion the vice-coordinator of this organization, Mustafa Kurtic, has explained the decision with following words “we all want to be somebody, but we do almost nothing towards it. We have people that share with you joint concern and interest for the community, but in one moment out of their selfish, egoistical reasons they start to avoid the truth. That which stays is that we are continuing with the people whose vision – common wellbeing of the community is still on the first place. Good deeds have a way of showing and “That which doesn’t kill us makes us stronger!”, said Kurtic.

CALL FOR PROJECTS GRANTS FOR GRASS ROOTS PROJECTS (GAGP)
The Government of Japan has for the first time in 1989 started the program of help titled Grass Roots Projects (GAGP), founding projects as an addition to the General Program of Help of Government of Japan.

Even though both schemes have for a goal giving help to the countries in development with the intention to help the social-economical sector and to satisfy the basic humanitarian needs of countries in development, GAGP is focused on the help to the local communities, that is directly to the population. Within the GAGP grants are awarded to the organizations of civil society (e.g. association of returnees, association of farmers) or municipalities, which are conducting relatively small projects.

In the period from 2000 – 2006, more accurately (April 2000 – March 2007), 94 projects in the exact amount of 677 869 472 JPY (around 4.6 million €) has been implemented in B&H within the program GAGP.

1. Within the program GAGP Japan has supported greater amount of projects which are based on humanitarian needs and those that create better environment.
In Bosnia and Herzegovina most of the projects realized within GAGP were in following categories:

· Rural development
· Education
· Social protection
· Public health care
· Help in demining activities

2. Candidates

Application can be accepted by the non-profit organization tat is conducting the project of socio-economical development in B&H.

Adequate candidates are: NGOs on local and international level, local organizations in community, elementary or high schools, institutions of primary health care, institutions of government on the local level.

Inadequate candidates are: private individuals, organizations of central government, (adequate in some cases) nursery schools, exploring institutes, institutions of higher education, hospitals, political organizations, religious institutions.

3. Grant

GAGP finances building, acquiring of equipment or material, staff costs needed for the implementation of project (fees and costs of labor). All needed materials, equipment and services, all required merchandise, equipment and services should be acquired by domestic suppliers.

Within GAGP maximal amount of available funds is 10 million JPY (around 60 000 €) per project. For the projects of demining activities the maximal fund is 100 million JPY (600 000 €).

GAGP will not give the support to the projects of cultural – sport events, activities related to the creation of business and activities concerning the religion.

4. Procedure after the sending of application

a) Delivery of application

The application can be delivered throughout the whole year.

b) Checking and approval

Upon the receiving of application, the Embassy of Japan will check the aim, expenses and expected socio-economical positive influence of project. For all the projects taken into the consideration the Embassy will make a pre-selection of projects which suit the goals of GAGP, the staff of Embassy will visit the potential area of the project. Embassy will suggest them to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Japan which is the final institution that approves projects.

c) Grant Contract (G/C)

Upon the final approval, the Embassy and the organization that is receiving the help will sign a contract (G/C) which includes title, aim and content of the project, title of the organization that receives help, the amount of funds available via GAGP and the clause of rightful use of funds.

a. Disbursement of funds

After that, the organization/receiver will conclude the agreement of acquirement (P/C) for merchandise or services with every distributor. Embassy will check the P/C (or proof/accounting) to asses if the same is correct.

In principle the duration of the project (time necessary for the purchase of merchandise or services) should be up to one year.

b. Report

Embassy will require from the receiver of the GAGP help to prepare and deliver the report about the status of the project twice if it is a standard project, and if it is a bigger project the number of reports will increase. Embassy staff can visit the place of the project to make sure that the funds are used for the purpose for which they have been approved.
